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Introduction

When I ask people how they got into astrology, the answer I hear most frequently is: “I found the occult section at the bookstore, or library, and I never left.” Heading to the bookstore to read astrology books with my friends, or going on a solo mission between whatever mundane school or work responsibilities I had, was a favorite activity of mine as a young astrologer—especially reading the compatibility books. Many of us are attracted to astrology because we want to better understand ourselves and the people in our lives, and the archetypes expressed by the signs of the zodiac serve as a fantastic vehicle for doing just that.

Astrology is an ancient study, but it is also a symbolic language that evolves as we as a society change. Today, sexuality and gender are no longer rigid and finite concepts. Society’s understanding of gender roles, identity, and sexuality are evolving, and there’s a wide array of experiences and perspectives that can’t be contained by the old astrology books of “Aries Man, Pisces Woman.” While writing this book, I reflected on my work as an astrologer with people of varied backgrounds, sexualities, and gender identities as well as monogamous and poly-amorous relationships to explore how each zodiac sign approaches love and dating.

Things today are different on a technological level, too—we are no longer waiting at home for our telephone to ring (could you imagine?). Now we are trying to avoid being “ghosted” by people we can follow (and be continually reminded of) on social media, or being bombarded with information about what our crush is eating for lunch. Falling in love on an app is no longer unusual; neither is being dumped via text. These are typical aspects of modern dating that last century’s astrologers could never have imagined: as time changes, the way we write about astrology and compatibility changes.

In this book, you will find profiles for each of the twelve zodiac signs, outlining their vibe: their strengths and weaknesses, turn-ons and turn-offs, and so on. You will also find sections devoted to compatibility between each of the zodiac signs, detailing the ins and outs of the partnership. Each chapter was written with the many stories I have heard over the years in mind, as well as with astrological know-how, which you can read more about in the section “How Does Compatibility Work?” There is also a quiz that, should you be looking for love and wondering whom to hook up with next, you can take to see which sign in the zodiac might be well suited for you at that time.


what is ASTROLOGY?

People often ask me if astrology is a science, or if I “believe” in astrology—what is this ancient, yet New Age subject? In the past, yes, astrology was regarded as a science, but we have outgrown our need for the stars to function in this way. Do I “believe” in astrology? No, I do not “believe” in astrology. I use it as a tool. It is a language for understanding ourselves and our circumstances. I am totally comfortable with using something as a tool without “believing” in it. I do not need something to be true or a science for it to be valuable for me—for example, art. I like art! You probably do, too. And, in the instances that I use astrology for divination, I am capable of suspending my logical mind for a few minutes of whimsy, for the sake of thinking about things in a different way.

I do not believe in astrology, but I do trust it, or rather, I trust the conclusions I have come to about myself—which do change over time, of course—that have developed through my study of it. All this to say, you do not need to “believe” in astrology or flush logic down the toilet to get something out of this book. I promise. Just as we need a compatibility book for the twenty-first century, we also need to leave behind the notion that you cannot be a scientific person while entertaining symbolic concepts. Do you like art? Books? Movies? Is music real to you? Then astrology can be, too. It does not matter that it is not a science that can be replicated in a lab.

LET’S TALK QUICKLY ABOUT SOME MISCONCEPTIONS

Has your zodiac sign changed? No. A misconception circulates every once in a while that due to the precession of the equinox, the whole zodiac wheel is screwed up and everyone is a different sign now. But no, your sign has not changed. Your zodiac sign is based on the seasons as experienced here on Earth. The zodiac wheel opens with Aries, signifying the spring equinox (at least, in the northern hemisphere!), and ends with Pisces, after the Sun leaves its time at the end of winter. There are four seasons, each containing three signs—leaving no room for Ophiuchus, sadly, so the rumored thirteenth sign doesn’t have a place in this book or any impact on how compatibility is explored in these pages.

Also, cusps: they are not a thing. The Sun is either in one sign or in another. That’s how it works. The zodiac wheel is 360 degrees, with each of the twelve signs covering 30 degrees of the wheel. The Sun is located in either one degree or another. I will gladly accept anyone telling me they think they are a sign that they were not born under because they simply want to be that sign, but I will always roll my eyes at someone who tells me they are born on a “cusp.”

So, what is a thing? Getting lured in by the beautiful books on astrology at the bookstore—we all seem to have been there. Being drawn to the magic these books contain and taking a break from the everyday world to reflect on life and love with the stars, the planets, and the zodiac. Sitting with friends and reading from our favorite astrology books about our crushes is seriously some of the most fun I have had learning astrology, and more importantly, learning about myself. I hope you enjoy it, too!


how does COMPATIBILITY WORK?

Astrology is a very deep subject, and because I know you’re lovesick and want to cut to the chase, we’ll keep this brief: there are twelve signs on the zodiac wheel, and the distance between two signs speaks to the kind of lessons that couple will experience.

The sign before you on the wheel teaches you to trust your intuition and to explore your shadow side, while the sign ahead of you teaches you about self-worth and security. The sign two ahead of yours teaches you all about communication, while you teach the sign two signs back about friendship and community (although as we teach lessons, we learn them, too!). The sign three signs ahead teaches you about building a home, and the sign three signs before yours teaches you about building an empire. Creativity and celebration are lessons learned with the sign four places ahead, and the sign four behind encourages you to break free of your limitations and explore the world. The sign five signs ahead teaches you how to develop healthier habits, and the sign five signs before yours teaches deep lessons about intimacy and sharing, both emotionally and materially—these relationships push both parties to adjust in order to make things work. The opposite sign on the wheel, six places away, teaches us to compromise—opposites certainly attract, and they have a lot to learn from each other, as do couples who have the same zodiac sign and learn from each other’s successes and mistakes.

You’ll learn more about these concepts as you read the compatibility section of each chapter.

Examining these relationships between the signs relative to each other on the zodiac wheel was part of the process I took to write this book. The other part? Speaking with my friends, lovers, students, and teachers of different backgrounds, gender identities, sexualities, and relationship types. Astrology is a tool, and it is also a language. An astrologer who doesn’t practice this language by talking with others can’t possibly speak to compatibility, no matter how many theoretical texts they read on the subject. I spent years learning about others’ experiences, which was a crucial part of writing this book. On that note, I want to remind you: anything you read in any astrology book is just a theory—until you test it out and find out for yourself. Your lived experience will teach you everything you need to know about compatibility—this book is just a fun (and smart!) starting place!

Have you heard that you’re most compatible with people whose signs are the same element as you? Or that you should never date a certain sign? These ideas aren’t entertained in this book. I hope that you’ll never read some other compatibility book, or some write-up online, that screams, “Incompatible!,” leaving you deflated and hopeless—ignore them! A person wrote that, not the creator of the heavens.

You are not your Sun sign. You’re a person; the person you are dating is also a person. People can choose to work through their issues, so believe me, any two signs can get along if they want to. There is no “star” rating in this book for signs, summing up how well two signs will get along.

If you visit a competent, qualified astrologer with copies of your and your love’s birth charts (with your lover’s consent, of course), the astrologer would read that information in more complex ways than any Sun sign compatibility book could give you. This book is a first step to understanding astrological compatibility—it’s a fine last step, too, but don’t confuse this book for being all that astrology has to offer. An astrologer would consider many other planetary placements, the angles between the planets, and the houses, and would combine your charts in different ways to examine the energy of the relationship. Indeed, compatibility is far more complex than just Sun signs, but it’s a fun place to start, and we may not want to rush to an astrologer with each crush we encounter!

Also, a quick note about Sun signs. The dates for the signs listed in this book are based on estimations; the days may vary based on what time and place you were born. And, yes, find your sign in this book and read all about it. But, also check out your ascendant, also called the rising sign, which speaks to the face you show the world, as well as your Moon sign, because the Moon describes what makes us feel safe and secure. Read for your Venus sign, too, just for good measure, as Venus rules love, beauty, and what we value. Oh, and look at your Mars sign, as Mars is a passionate planet that describes how we chase our desires. In fact, you can read the whole book, because each sign is contained in your birth chart somewhere! Not sure how to find out what your ascendant is, or what the other planets in your birth chart are? There are many online resources that can quickly help you sort this out, using your birthday (including the time and place).

Any sign can be a top or bottom, dominant or submissive, vanilla or kinky, and in this book, we’ll explore some of the endless ways the signs like to love, flirt, and fuck based on their energies (there are as many ways to enjoy sex as there are people!). But the best way to know what you’re into is to explore (perhaps this book will give you some ideas!), or to ask your lover what they’re into. This book isn’t the be-all and endall for what turns the signs on and off: honest communication is the only thing that can get you the answers you are looking for if you want to please your mate!

ABOUT CONSENT

All of the recommendations in this book, from sending nudes, to pursuing a sign that may enjoy being “chased,” to kinkier activities, should be done with people who have given you their enthusiastic consent. How do you know whether consent is enthusiastic? A sober, mutual, continuous yes is needed. And how do you know when it’s not enthusiastic? Well, if you have to ask more than once, or if you find you’re trying to persuade someone to try something, then there you go: It’s not enthusiastic consent, it’s pressure, and it’s predatory behavior. Also, people have the right to change their mind at any time. A yes to one act doesn’t mean yes to all other acts, and certainly doesn’t mean someone needs to keep doing an act longer than they would like to, or that they need to do it again if they decide it’s not for them.

So, there it is: a summary of how compatibility is approached in this book. I hope you will have hours of fun reading it with your friends and lovers, and I hope, too, that you will close it with a deeper understanding about yourself and the people you care about—not because of the metaphysical power of astrology, but because it’s through storytelling that we often make the most profound realizations about our lives. Now, jump ahead to the chapter that’s about you and your crush, or take the quiz if you’re looking for some inspiration about which sign to flirt with next!

PERSONALITY

Whoosh—the mesmerizing sound of a flame bursting forth from a match . . . fire is born. Aries, the first sign of the zodiac wheel and a Fire sign, has fought and achieved a miracle: birth. After this success, what’s next? Aries is excited to know. They’ve achieved that difficult step, so surely they can do anything. Passionate and eager, Aries is ready to take charge of everything life has to offer them.

Aries is used to being in first place. They are the first cardinal sign, marking them at the beginning of the season—and in this case, the first season is spring. This distinct place on the wheel makes the Ram an enigmatic force and a strong, independent leader.

Ruled by the planet Mars, they have a strong, independent nature, and figuring out who they are is the ram’s mission. They are constantly learning how to put their strength, leadership, and ability to fight to productive use. But being independent doesn’t mean being alone.

AT THEIR BEST

Energetic and fearless, Aries is a pioneer and a leader who takes no one’s bullshit. They have incredible willpower and are inspiring to be around. They’re optimistic, but they don’t just sit back and assume things will get done—this is a sign who makes things happen. A loyal friend, they’ve got a big heart and are immensely generous. They’re not only one of the most fun people, but they’re also one of the most steadfast. They’re the ones to take you seriously when you’re sad and eager to lend a sympathetic ear. Always a fighter, Aries is consistently willing to go to battle on your behalf and combat whatever is bringing you down. Driven and focused, they find a way to make their failures successes, and they stay fixed on their goals, head butting any obstacles that get in the way.

AT THEIR WORST

Aries has a fiery temper—but don’t tell them that, they may blow up. Sometimes arrogant and confrontational, they have a tendency to pick fights when they are bored or haven’t had enough physical activity (or sex). Being the first sign makes them a little naïve, and because they are blessed with beginner’s luck, they tend to act foolishly and impatiently. They have a hard time slowing down, and it takes a lot of falls before they learn to look before they leap. When working with a group or on a team, they take control without any prompting, but then pout that no one appreciates or understands them when asked to step down from being the self-appointed boss. They find it absolutely incredulous that someone would dislike them—clearly, they are amazing and there must be some misunderstanding. Indeed, Aries always knows best. They may be the infant of the zodiac (but they weren’t born yesterday, you know), and it’s their way or the highway.

LOVE PERSONALITY

Aries can have a short attention span; however, their deep need for love, as well as their loyal nature, outweighs most of their flighty behavior once they meet someone who wins their heart. Indeed, winning is a theme in Aries’s life. Don’t be confused. They’re not competitive because they want to triumph over other people—honestly, they hardly notice that anyone else is around as they ram their way through obstacles. They win for themself and on behalf of those they love. Aries is all about overcoming whatever trial has been set before them. Aries is the champion of the underdog—and they’ll fight for love, even if all the odds are against them. And they deeply want to be with someone who believes in them. Aries isn’t looking for a “worthy opponent” in love (although they do really enjoy playful wrestling with their lovers!), but one whose strength they admire, who will fight for them as hard as they fight for those they care about.

FIRST IMPRESSIONS

Your first impression of Aries really depends on whether or not you were, somehow, in their way when you met them. Did they crash into you as they were dashing to the bathroom at a party? Did you interrupt their stride as they were on their way to an important meeting? If so, you likely met bossy, fearless Aries: a touch angry and in a rush, they probably blew right past you. There is, of course, another side to Aries (still probably in a rush, ready to pick a fight), who is also genuinely excited to meet you, eager to have a good time (a game of truth or dare is likely, if you meet at a party), and totally magnetic. Aries is a fearless person. Although they should not be messed with, they are extremely fun loving.

They’re probably wearing red, driving a sports car, or sporting a bold hairstyle. Unafraid to make a statement, their clothes are often over the top, but sometimes they can surprise you in something totally casual, perhaps even some sportswear thrown in, even in circumstances that might call for something more formal. No one can tell Aries what to do—and that’s likely the first impression they’ll leave you with!

FLIRTING TECHNIQUES

Aries is spontaneous and impulsive, and they’ll likely give you their number before you even have a chance to ask for it. If you meet an Aries online, don’t delay meeting them in person for too long, or they’ll move on to someone else quickly.

Aries loves making the first move—in fact, if you’re too forward, too quickly, it’s likely you’ll lose their interest. Being pursued too obviously at first makes them feel uncomfortable, but once a rapport has been established, feed their desire for passion and excitement by boldly stating how hot they are. That said, simply asking how their day went also goes a long way with Aries—being genuinely interested in them makes them feel mushy, romantic, and cared for.

Once you two are a little more cozy and affectionate, you can flirt with your Aries by giving them a nice head rub while you watch a movie—Aries rules the head, and nothing gets them drooling like a scalp massage.

DATING STYLE

Let Aries plan the date—unless they tell you they long for someone else to do the planning (and they will tell you very straightforwardly if that’s what they want).

Aries, a pioneer, is always discovering new things and finding something to be excited about—and they want to share these experiences with the people they care about, so expect to be given a tour of the places Aries is inspired by and interested in on your date. If it’s your turn to plan the date, keep it flexible in case spontaneous Aries comes up with something in the middle of your outing (very likely!).

Aries usually has a great time on group dates, so long as they know they will have quality one-on-one time with you, too. A barbecue with friends on a sunny day, wrapped in their lover’s arms—they’re into public displays of affection (PDA)—laughing, without a care in the world, sounds like heaven to most Aries. The ram is equally as comfortable in the grittiest dive bar as they are in the VIP section—they’ll go anywhere, as long as the company is good and the vibe is exciting.

RELATIONSHIP APPROACH

No matter the relationship format, monogamous or polyamorous, Aries longs to be number one, so be sure to make your ram feel like they’re being put first. Be present with them as they express their feelings: independent Aries doesn’t ask for much, but when they do, they need to be able to depend on their partner. Aries are loyal and honest as partners (they’ll dump you if they realize they would rather cheat on or lie to you), and they expect the same kind of integrity from the people they are in a relationship with.

Homemaking doesn’t come naturally to Aries; however, it’s still something they deeply crave, and a partner who can create a home, cook, and help clean is often something that feels like a “missing piece” in Aries’s life. Once they find their passion, Aries is serious about their work and needs a partner who is sincerely excited about their success and won’t be jealous or competitive. Aries wants a partnership that’s a united front, with someone who takes joy in their success . . . if you can’t do that, then you’re just another jealous hater to the ram!

SEX

Passionate Aries loves to have sex and doesn’t want to wait long to do it! They immerse themself fully in sex: loud, hard, dirty, fast, and full of fireworks is typical Aries lovemaking.

Aries is fine with quickies—as long as there are many of them! They don’t want to go long between lovemaking sessions, and while a quickie is cool, a night full of passion is still what their heart desires, so make sure to enjoy plenty of long evenings with your ram. They crave fireworks, and a fireworks show that only lasts a few short minutes is lame!

Have a big imagination—sex is a form of escape from the pressures of everyday life for Aries, and they enjoy fantasy between the sheets. That said, opening up about their kinks can be hard for them unless they know you won’t judge them, so show yourself to be open-minded. Tough Aries doesn’t get a chance to be vulnerable every day, so keep that in mind when they share something private with you!

Aries is the sign that rules the head, and yes, they’ve got a lot of intense stuff going on in their minds, even if they seem so confident on the outside. Sex is a form of healing for them, and they find lovemaking and its ability to ground them in their bodies and to explore their psyches through role-play highly therapeutic.

TURN-ONS

Be in a state of wonder and awe when you have sex with Aries, and make it seem like everything is your first time. That said, there’s no need to pretend you are a virgin (well, actually, that’s not a bad role-play idea with Aries!), but saying things like “Wow, I’ve always been a heartbreaker, but now, for the first time, I want to see where this could go,” or “No one has touched me like that before” can really turn them on. But only say these things if you mean them!

Firsts aren’t the only things that get them off; being the best is important, too, so let them know how amazing they make you feel.

Aries is very dominant in their everyday life, so surprisingly, in the bedroom they often appreciate being able to give the power to someone else, taking on a more submissive role. A submissive ram is likely to have a bratty side, while a dominant Aries enjoys being the boss, or being royalty, or even being a caretaker in some way. Whatever the role, they’ll make you remember that they’re in charge.

Hard and fast is how Aries approaches everything, but if you’re able to help them slow down and really feel what’s happening, they’ll be putty in your hands. Encourage them to masturbate for you, as they love being the object of someone’s attention, especially if you take an active role by caressing their face, kissing them, playing with their nipples, or otherwise lending a hand while you watch them touch themself.

Aries is a size queen, so be sure to get a dildo that’s at least larger than average if you are going to get them a sex toy. A whip or riding crop isn’t a bad idea, either, as this Mars-ruled sign can certainly get into BDSM. But as thrill-seeking as the ram may be, Aries also has a thing for cuteness, whether that’s pigtails, knee socks, or a freshly shaven face (although scruff has its place in Aries’s heart, too; it depends on the mood!).

Depending on the vibe, pull or caress their hair while you are fucking them. Aries rules the head, and activating their scalp will go a long way in pleasing them.

TURN-OFFS

Energetic Aries doesn’t want a lazy lover. Don’t be afraid to be theatrical in bed! If you don’t seem turned on, they will be turned off. Grunting and squealing is a good thing in Aries’s eyes, and don’t tone down your o-face.

Falling asleep immediately after sex without any time to connect can annoy Aries. Aries may be a warrior, but they are still the baby of the zodiac (they’re the first sign!), and they want to be held, connected with, and cared for.

Some would say stubborn, others might say persistent. But without their diligent perseverance, how could development ever take place?

Fertile Taurus’s energy is massively creative. What fantastic things may be born from Taurus’s secure sphere? One must wait and see, because things may move slowly in Taurus’s world, but that doesn’t mean you won’t be surprised!

AT THEIR BEST

Stylish and luxurious, Taurus has wonderful taste and wants to surround themself and the people they love with beautiful objects, delicious food, and opulent environments. Their generous and sumptuous spending is offset by their fiscally responsible nature.

They generally have a relaxed attitude (unless you wave a red flag in their face, but to be fair, that would annoy anyone). Peaceful Taurus is not looking to pick a fight, just for some delicious snacks. Creative and inventive, Taurus typically has many valuable talents for any team. Despite their love for lounging about, they tend to be quite productive. Taurus’s unwavering, determined, and steadfast attitude makes them a reliable and hard worker, and loyal to their friends and family.

Even if they don’t intend on buying anything, they just love feeling silk or cashmere as they mindlessly flip through the racks—a truly meditative sport for Taurus. Music shops, jewelry stores, specialty bakeries, and art supply stores are also great places to run into them; Taurus is creative and enjoys being surrounded with beauty.

FLIRTING TECHNIQUES

Food is a fantastic icebreaker when it comes to Taurus. If you meet them online, ask them about the last amazing restaurant they went to, and where you both should go (they love introducing people to places they are excited about). SEX

Sex with a Taurus is a time to slow down and to connect with your senses. Sensual, tactile Taurus likes to be physically stimulated. PERSONALITY

Two birds hop on a flowering tree branch in spring, chirping at each other, poking around curiously before taking off, looking down on the city and all its surroundings. Gemini, the sign of the twins, is an Air sign ruled by messenger planet Mercury. Contemplating duality, making choices, reflecting on either/or questions, coming to both/and conclusions—Gemini’s mind is always busy.

Gemini can see all sides of a story, giving them the reputation of being “two-faced.” However, if their wonderful ability to understand myriad points of view does manifest uncomfortably in relationships, it stems from a desire to keep things peaceful and moving, not out of malice.

Gemini is not just in the know, but a person to know, and it’s a blessing indeed to be welcomed into their clique or crew. A media trendsetter, Gemini is a lover of all forms of news, both highbrow and low. Gemini is a prolific creator and rarely shies away from controversy, often whipping it up themself as they seek to challenge people’s ideas about the world. Indeed, Gemini is one of the most controversial signs in the zodiac.

AT THEIR BEST

Highly intelligent, versatile, clever, and quick-witted, Gemini can adapt to any situation. Their good humor attracts many friends, and the twins rarely run out of things to talk about. They’re fantastic wordsmiths, composers, idea makers, problem solvers, mediators, networkers, and trailblazers. Gemini cares very much about etiquette, and as controversial as they may be, they always strive to be polite. Understanding someone’s point of view is important to them, and they value communication highly.

AT THEIR WORST

Their ability for multitasking can make them distracted and unfocused. These mercurial people can be tricksters or gossips, or they may speak cutting words. A Gemini can break down any concept—but love? Even they know love is complicated—they’ve tried making sense of it, but haven’t figured out the “trick” yet. But they’re still very curious. The young Gemini falls in love and hopes they can make sense of this emotion. The mature Gemini falls in love and understands that, like all the other mysteries of life and death, love isn’t something made for the human mind to comprehend.

Gemini is the sign of the twins, and as such, loves having a buddy to joke and have serious conversations with as well as explore the world. Gemini may have a reputation for being fickle; however, once they’ve met someone they really connect with, they can totally be committed partners. Once hard-to-pin-down Gemini initiates someone into their crew, they will remain solid friends. In fact, so solid that they’re also known to recycle exes! Rarely does a Gemini do something (or someone!) once; two is their magic number.

THE CRAB

DATES: JUNE 21–JULY 22
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PLANETARY RULER: THE MOON
ELEMENT: WATER
MODALITY: CARDINAL


PERSONALITY

Waves crash—a powerful rush, followed by the ocean gently pulling back—on the shore where the crab calls home. Home is an important theme to Cancer. Their crab shell is symbolic of their journey toward developing a life that is safe, protected, and sturdy, capable of deflecting the bullshit life tosses at them and holding them while things are running smoothly.

Ruled by the Moon, a symbol for the womb, Cancer is extremely affectionate and caring, and just like Luna’s shape shifts day by day, Cancer too has many sides: sometimes they are full, dramatically shining brightly for all to see, and sometimes they retreat to the dark, to cool off and spend time in solitary reflection.

It is the first Water sign on the zodiac wheel and a cardinal sign, making Cancer the first sign of its season, which in this case is summer. Psychically and emotionally sensitive, this Water sign expresses their cardinality through their tenacity and ability to shield, hold, and protect.

AT THEIR BEST

Protective and nurturing, the crab is a superb listener, a caring friend, and a devoted lover who will treat you like family. They are tenacious, and despite their sometimes shy disposition, they bravely fight to achieve success in whatever field they are passionate about. Their homes are havens of peace and harmony, where you can always have a cup of hot tea on a cozy couch. They have profound emotional depth, making the crab feel deeply and highly intuitive.

AT THEIR WORST

Moody and defensive, the crab can jump to conclusions. They expect total understanding from everyone around them, and assume others to be mind readers. As nurturing and protective as they can be, they can also lie, cheat, and be sneaky. There is a dark side to the Moon, and these crustaceans can be full of shit. They can be very clingy—those crab claws have some real pinching power. But these crustaceans can easily become ghost crabs. Small and cowardly, they can be too wimpy to resolve an issue, choosing to retreat rather than deal with confrontation, which is in sharp contrast to their bold ability to start drama.

LOVE PERSONALITY

Cancer’s ultimate destiny is to create a safe and nurturing home. Finding the right person to do it with is the big question, but one Cancer isn’t necessarily looking to answer right away. Scuttling around the beach in their protective shell, Cancer dances from side to side. The crab meets many people during their life’s journey, and they’re not in a total rush to settle down, because when they do, they want it to work. They are the first sign of summer, making them a cardinal sign, but unlike cardinal Aries, who is the first sign of spring, Cancer is not impulsive.

Whether it’s the family they were born into or the one they choose for themself, family is very important to Cancer. A Cancer in love treats their partner with the same respect, care, humor, tenderness, and honesty that they would with their family, and they expect the same in return.

Their disposition can swing, but if you’re in sync with them, it’s something you’ll learn to accept and get used to. They may be quiet all day, and then burst into chatter at night after the lights have been turned off—sharing a funny joke while holding you in bed. Or your crab lover may have been playful and in a creative zone all day before becoming more reserved or emotional later on.

FIRST IMPRESSIONS

Because Cancer is ruled by the always changing Moon, your first impression of the crab will probably depend on what day it is. Generally, they like a slow buildup to occur between themself and those they have set their sights on. Not only does it give them a chance to make sure that the object of their affection is cool, sane, and sexy, but the anticipation is also a turn-on for them.

PERSONALITY

The Sun sets on the horizon. The Moon shines brightly. It is the equinox, and there is equal day and night. The wheel has spun through the first half of the zodiac, and now a new perspective arrives as the wheel reaches the opposition of its starting point; a mirror is created, and Venus likes what’s in view.

Libra is the only sign on the zodiac wheel that is symbolized by an inanimate object, the scales. Ruled by Venus, the planet of harmony, Libra aims to create balance through compromise and justice. An intellectual Air sign, Libra is a diplomat and also one of the most romantic signs in the zodiac. But Libra’s life is not all love letters and parties (although that’s a big part!), but instead is full of the destiny of learning how to compromise and weigh, as scales do, important decisions.

As a cardinal sign, it’s the first sign of its season, autumn. Libra is an initiator, forward-thinking, and trendsetting. If you ever get in Libra’s way, well, they’ll probably hold the door open for you with a smile, but that doesn’t mean they’re not someone to watch out for! And if you fall in love with a Libra? Expect to learn a whole lot about relationships—they are the sign of partnership, having lived a life so focused on balancing with others.

AT THEIR BEST

Likely the most trendy, fashionable person you will ever meet, Libra isn’t just artistically creative but is highly intelligent, as well. They have an incredibly sharp wit, allowing them to hold a conversation with anyone. They can flatter as well as build an argument—most Libras have considered law school at some point! They’re logical and great at holding an objective view, and advocating for people is one of their strengths. They love to connect with others and can be fantastic matchmakers, too. Charming, social, and flirtatious, they know how to give a compliment. Considerate and willing to compromise, Libra is mindful of etiquette, yet still knows when to crack a naughty joke.

AT THEIR WORST

Always one to keep things in balance, they can be as brutally mean as they are sweetly kind. They love their lovers, but they also love having an archnemesis to gossip about or compete with. They’re not indecisive per se, but they’ll take a very long time to come to a decision, deliberating every option. The immature Libra feels their life can’t be complete until they’ve fallen in love. The wise Libra has learned that being in love doesn’t “complete” anything. It just opens more doors: doors to healing, learning, journeying.

Libra is an excellent flirt, but their true talent is compromise. Sure, they can sweet-talk their way into someone’s heart, but Libra’s destiny is to learn how to employ their profound people skills in their relationships (not just in love, but business, family, and friendship, too), because it’s not simply falling in love that makes you complete; it’s having meaningful, supportive relationships that make life wonderful.

FIRST IMPRESSIONS

Likely the most stylish person you’ve ever met, Libra is attractive, easy to get along with, and difficult to forget. It’s not just their good looks and charisma that leave an impression but also their sharp wit. They likely walked into the party fashionably late, and maybe you have caught their eye while they were taking off their coat. Who are they?

Libras are sharp dressers, usually wearing whatever is on trend, as well as a soon-to-be-fashionable accessory. They’re generally very nice to everyone and often travel with a pack of friends, making it hard to read how they really feel about you. But that’s part of their allure. Even though they’re so chatty and outgoing, there’s still this air of mystery, because the way they communicate when they first meet someone can be very polite or even aloof. Traditionally ruled by Mars, Scorpio knows that endings must take place. This sign’s modern planetary ruler is Pluto—a transformation always follows an ending. And don’t forget: Power. Both these planets have plenty of it, as does the little scorpion, whose intense sting is something to be cautious of.

AT THEIR BEST

Highly focused and determined, perceptive Scorpio gets what they want. A magnetic and sexual being who oozes power, Scorpio makes things happen. Major transformations take place thanks to their efforts. Patient, inquisitive, and analytical, they are superb researchers. Fantastic listeners, they know how to keep a secret and are happy to help you psychoanalyze the motives behind anyone you’re having a problem with. A deep and meaningful conversation is only a phone call away when you can call Scorpio your friend.

AT THEIR WORST

No matter what sort of relationship they are in, being mindful about jealousy, obsessive behavior, and power struggles is also important.

Scorpio needs a partner who is down-to-earth and doesn’t start drama just for the fun of it. Life is hard enough, and a relationship should be an emotionally safe space for all involved.

Financial stability is also very important to Scorpio. Scorpio would be just as upset to find a partner who isn’t generous or is shady about cash and lies about their financial situation as they would to find that their loved one flirted with the enemy. In fact, Scorpio would almost rather you flirt with their enemy because then they could have a fun time getting back at you by flirting with your best friend. Scorpio gets very (VERY!) jealous, indeed, but they also fear being used, lied to, or led on.

They enjoy having a partner they can create things with: art, music, a business. Scorpio is a sign that knows two heads are better than one—just like two bank accounts are fatter than one. When people come together and combine their talents and resources, amazing things can happen.

SEX

Everyone’s heard about sexy Scorpio, the most alluring sign in the zodiac. Their reputation seems like a lot to live up to, but they don’t have a hard time keeping up with it at all!

To Scorpio, sex is a merging of souls, a powerfully spiritual experience. They are intense lovers, very passionate, and they put every inch of their being into their lovemaking. During masturbation, the union they achieve with their inner truth is one that’s healing and often is an important part of their spiritual practice, too.

Scorpio typically loves kink, and will likely have a few books about BDSM, S&M, or fetishes in their library, as well as a whole trunk filled with toys. Scorpio is intense, and kinky sex can lead to altered states of consciousness and psychological benefits for them. Even a scorpion who doesn’t necessarily want to do anything kinky in bed will usually enjoy talking about kinks, and will at least likely be up for exploring yours by attending workshops together, going shopping for sex toys, or just listening to your stories about whatever it is you’re interested in. If you are more “vanilla” in bed than Scorpio, be sure not to kink-shame them.

When you’re setting the scene for sex with Scorpio, be sure to bring plenty of drama to the bedroom: silk or velvet sheets, expensive lingerie, a roaring fireplace, and some mirrors on the ceiling.

TURN-ONS

Tell them the dirtiest thing that you’re into. Even if it’s not especially dirty, letting them think that you’re too embarrassed to tell anyone else about it and that they’re the only one you can trust to give this information to is a major turn-on for them! They love feeling powerful and important, and they love a partner who isn’t afraid to be kinky.

Any kind of role-play that highlights a power dynamic or that requires lines like “I shouldn’t be doing this to you, but . . .” is a turn-on. Being bad feels good to a Scorpio! Being ruled by Mars, Scorpio may want to explore impact play (think paddles, whips, spanking), and being ruled by Pluto, Scorpio finds any kind of control in bed a turn-on. Role-playing where you pretend to be strangers will appeal to Scorpio: Any fantasy that includes mystery will get them going. Scorpio is very imaginative, and this quality shines in the bedroom—they’ll be up for pretty much any scene and will have an easy time taking it anywhere.

Scorpios are extreme people, and that extends to the bedroom—but that doesn’t necessarily mean they want to take control in bed. The submissive Scorpio will enjoy feeling totally used by their partner. Scorpio, in everyday life, is very emotional, but the dominant Scorpio may swing to the other extreme—the cold, hard master who takes no shit from their sub!

In group sex scenarios, Scorpio wants the extreme—all holes filled. Scorpio is very visual, too, so while blindfolds are fun for sensory play (which they do enjoy), they’ll likely want to rip them off after a while so they can watch your body connect with their own.

Each sign rules a body part, and Scorpio rules the genitals (as well as the excretory system—I’ll let your imagination take that from here). Worship their genitals or have them worship yours! Mutual masturbation is also a fun way to heat things up in the bedroom. Sex is very psychological to Scorpio, so describe to them what you see them doing in detail, and explain how it makes you feel.

This has been a very raunchy chapter—but know this about Scorpio: Sex is a spiritual act for them. Being with a partner who is present is their biggest turn-on.

TURN-OFFS

As I created the outline for this book with my apprentice, they asked incredulously, “Scorpios have turn-offs?” I didn’t know how to answer them—it’s true, not much turns the scorpion off! But there are a few things: Kink-shaming a Scorpio is certainly a bad idea. Bad kissing is a no-no—be in control of what’s happening with your mouth, as a sloppy tongue will gross them out.

Privacy-conscious Scorpio is also going to be cautious about filming a sex tape together, so if this is something that really turns you on, approach this idea mindfully.
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SCORPIO & ARIES
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Aries’s rambunctious and confident presence is very different from enigmatic Scorpio’s cool vibe, and these two might have some awkward adjusting to do. Aries will push Scorpio to break some of their bad habits, and Scorpio will test Aries to face their fears. But these two have more in common than one would think. They’re both intense, and they like that about each other—Aries forcefully expresses what Scorpio sometimes wishes they could scream out loud, and Scorpio is strategic and savvy in ways that make Aries swoon. These two could take over the world together . . . but could they fall in love?

Yes, Aries’s go-getter attitude as well as their sincerity makes Scorpio feel safe—Scorpio can trust that Aries isn’t bullshitting them, because Aries clearly doesn’t have the patience to. For Aries, Scorpio is someone they can explore sex with—and the fireworks are huge between these two. The energy in the bedroom is fiery and passionate. They are both ruled by Mars, a penetrating, energetic, warrior planet, and the intensity shared between them is palpable.

These two need to be sure to keep their tempers in check. Both of these signs can be too intense for something casual, but if they are able to manage something that’s just a friends-with-benefits situation, you can bet they’ll hit up a sex party or some kind of kinky workshop together frequently. If they choose to live together, a hot tub and a fireplace are good ideas to help them unwind after long days being in charge and taking over the world.



SCORPIO & TAURUS
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Scorpio and Taurus are opposites on the zodiac wheel, and they usually chuckle when they realize the difference between their seasons—one arrives when the flowers are blooming; the other, when dead leaves need to be raked from the ground. Their energies are so different, but in many ways, they give each other exactly what they need.

Scorpio needs someone down-to-earth and reliable, sensual and creative—Taurus is a perfect fit. And Taurus needs someone who can help them transform during times of change, who is as savvy and street-smart as they are sexy—Scorpio certainly fits the bill. Their communication styles are complementary, which certainly helps, too. So, what’s to keep this union from being a perfect match made in the stars? They both need to be mature, and it helps if their kinks or desires in the bedroom align. Scorpio also can’t try to manipulate, trick, or lead Taurus on, unless they want to lose them forever, and Taurus needs to be mindful about giving Scorpio too much grief.

In the bedroom, Taurus’s stamina meets Scorpio’s potent, passionate sexual energy—the vibe is sure to be luscious and hedonistic. If they choose to stick together and decide to move in, their home will be a cozy one. Taurus should be the one to shop for comfortable furniture, and Scorpio should pick out the safes for all the valuables they are sure to amass together!



SCORPIO & GEMINI
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Can anyone outsmart Scorpio? Yes, Gemini can. But this is a book about love compatibility, so why should we even worry about who could outsmart who when we’re all just trying to make love here? That’s what defensive Scorpio needs to remind themself of when they’re looking at Gemini as a potential match—as someone to have fun with, not someone who potentially could beat them at their own mind games. Yes, Scorpio, fun. Gemini wonders if they’ve heard of it . . . although they really do admire Scorpio’s work ethic, inspiring Gemini to kick bad habits and get their shit together.

Scorpio is very intuitive, but when they’re bolstered by Gemini’s witty, sharp mind, they find a friend who is a phenomenal sounding board. Scorpio would be wise to be a little less defensive around Gemini. However, the truth is, Gemini does stir insecurity in this sign. Being around the twins forces Scorpio to realize that they’ve got to make some changes and that it’s time to face their fears. It would be best if Scorpio remembered this: On their way to taking over the world, it might be wise to have someone on their team who could outsmart them. It would only make them even stronger!

When connecting with Scorpio, Gemini would be wise to tap into their inner artist and their luxurious side, and Scorpio should show how intellectual and well traveled they are to impress witty Gemini.

In bed, Gemini’s versatility and Scorpio’s passion make for a powerful combination. This could be an intense one-night stand, and if they’re in it for the long haul, they’ll be surprised at how they’re both able to keep things fresh. If they live together, their home will be a high-tech haven (surprisingly, Scorpio’s touch), but with room for an herb garden (again surprisingly, Gemini’s).



SCORPIO & CANCER
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These two are some of the most private people you’ll ever meet, yet together, they come out of their shell: Cancer inspires Scorpio to see the world, to learn new things, and to go on adventures, and Scorpio ignites passion in Cancer, inspiring them to pursue their creative endeavors and to let loose and have a good time. Of course, they still like their privacy, too. They have a lot to do behind closed doors! Their energy in bed is hugely passionate—Scorpio shows Cancer things they never thought possible, and Cancer delivers the emotional intensity Scorpio craves.

Cancer should show how dependable they can be—Scorpio understands Cancer’s moods, but Cancer’s sometimes hot and cold behavior still worries them. Scorpio adores watching the phases of the Moon change, but until they really understand their crab lover, Cancer retreating for space may stir insecurity in Scorpio. Scorpio has some things to be mindful of, too: Cancer craves a partner who is grounded and down-to-earth. Both of these signs are emotional, so they need to learn to be solid rocks for one another if this is going to be more than just a very sexy fling.

A friends-with-benefits situation could be great if they don’t have major jealousy issues they are working with. Although these two sometimes enjoy a little jealousy play, both parties must be emotionally healthy and be communicative with one another for this to work successfully. If they move in together, their ideal home would be one with a secret address—these two signs both crave privacy! A gated community works, too, or a magnificent castle shrouded in fog on a far-flung island—Cancer will have a marvelous time making it a home, and Scorpio loves the drama of a hush-hush locale. It depends on the budget, of course. A room in their house that is behind a secret bookshelf door will do if the castle hasn’t come into their possession yet!



SCORPIO & LEO
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Plenty of drama is in store for these two powerhouses! Mysterious Scorpio isn’t comfortable with the spotlight the way Leo is—but they could get used to it! Scorpio admires Leo’s creativity and their ability to be in the public eye. Even though Scorpio is very private, they understand that success means having your name out there—and what better partner to have on your arm while the paparazzi take your photo than glamorous Leo? Leo feels at home with Scorpio in a way that’s special and unique. Deep, emotional Scorpio is someone Leo can share their childhood pain with, someone they can talk to about their past—and past lives (Scorpio is into that kind of thing!)—and with whom they feel they can build a solid foundation for the future.

They’re very different, but sometimes that kind of tension makes for an even sexier atmosphere. The drama Leo brings to the bedroom turns Scorpio on; they’re both signs that need sweaty, sexy passion. Leo would be wise to show their royal side and their ability to keep a secret. To capture Leo’s heart, Scorpio should show their sensitive and emotional side and their ability to keep a very cool head under pressure. Scorpio is savvy and street-smart, something Leo can appreciate. They can expect over-the-top theatrics if this is just a weekend fling. If they decide to stick it out and live together, Scorpio needs to remember to give dramatic and romantic gifts as well as plenty of compliments to Leo, and Leo needs to give Scorpio a balance of space and close affection. Their home is their place to recharge, so they need space as well as affection.



SCORPIO & VIRGO
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Virgo is the sign that rules the digestive system, and Scorpio rules the excretory system—that about sums up how well these two work together. If you’re not one of these two signs, this probably doesn’t make sense to you, but I promise you that when Virgo and Scorpio read this about themselves, there will be a quietly sighed, enlightened ohhh . . . These two are a great team.

Virgo’s grounded energy and cool demeanor feel safe to Scorpio, while Scorpio’s ability to see beneath the surface is inspiring to Virgo, who is in love with the scorpion’s mind. These two are best friends who understand each other . . . until Virgo starts to criticize too much and Scorpio starts lashing out while under stress. Kindness is key to making this relationship work! And neither sign is known for being an ass kisser. That just means that when they do get along, it’s sincere and genuine, which is something they both appreciate.

The energy in the bedroom is a blend of Virgo’s sensual and lusty vibe and Scorpio’s kinky, intense nature. They can be friends who hook up casually, but if they decide to live together, they’ll see another side to one another. Scorpio will get a deeper glimpse of the fantasies Virgo has about their future, and Virgo will gain a deeper understanding of Scorpio’s creative process, as well as how they recharge after emotionally intense days. Scorpio would be wise to show their mystical side to Virgo (as down-to-earth as Virgo is, they do appreciate that in a partner—if only to have intellectual discussions about why they’re interested in such things), and Virgo should display how determined and dependable they are.



SCORPIO & LIBRA
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My teacher, astrologer Anne Ortelee, taught me that the archetype of Libra is all about the date: the choice in restaurant, the conversation at the table, the polite part of romance that’s in public. But the archetype of Scorpio, which is the sign after Libra, is all about the part after the date: Will one of them invite the other in for coffee? Will they go upstairs? Will the lights turn off? Will things escalate? Will the two, who treated each other so sweetly at dinner, become one? Now, we’re not talking about archetypes; we’re talking about real people who both care about the date and whatever comes after. But it’s important to remember this general difference between their energies—Libra first focuses on how they’ll get along intellectually, while Scorpio first concentrates on how much they’ll share emotionally.

They’d be wise to slow down a bit and enjoy the process. Although very social, Libra needs to schedule time with Scorpio to slow down and unwind, instead of hitting up each party during the weekend. Scorpio would be smart to demonstrate to Libra how brave they can be, and how they stick up for their friends.

So, what will happen on the date? Scorpio might hint at how mysterious they find Libra—although, as Scorpio often does, they may not totally say it straightforwardly. They are a mystery themself, and Libra will have plenty of questions to ask Scorpio about their values and will likely be curious about Scorpio’s many talents and how they acquired them. In the bedroom? They’re sure to surprise each other—they should both check their expectations at the door. This is an intense fling! If they stick together and decide to move in, their space will be filled with plenty of antiques and high-tech touches.



SCORPIO & SCORPIO
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When two Scorpios meet, so much magic can be made . . . literally, because these two are often into the occult! But the magic also occurs between the sheets, where they both have a deep need for emotional connection, as well as passionate, dramatic sparks. And the magic also occurs on a bench by the river—they like to be near their element, water—where they can quietly people watch or share stories about their lives. Neither of their lives has been easy, but with each other, they can find someone who understands.

They both have a straightforward way of communicating but are very strategic about when they reveal their information. They’re both very psychic, too, so many conversations may be held nonverbally—but, hopefully, all will be held in person. These two can be as paranoid as they are psychic, so entire arguments may play out in each other’s heads after receiving a poorly composed text message with no lighthearted emoji, and a period punctuating the end of a sentence. Did they send such a cold and final text on purpose? They endlessly wonder about each other’s motives. They have to be honest and talk before paranoia builds up too much.

When they have fun, they like to go all out—sex parties and drinking, or, if they’re over that phase of their lives, peaceful meditation retreats at stunning scenic locations. They’re both craving stability from a partner and need to be with someone who can stay present in the moment. At home, they both desire space and a cool, airy setting where they can calm down after emotionally exhausting days. Intimacy is important to them both, and again, communication is the key that will get them there. Hopefully, they don’t sting each other first.



SCORPIO & SAGITTARIUS
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These two probably met at a bar—even a sober Scorpio likes to spend time in shadowy places, and a sober Sagittarius, too, can’t resist a pool table or a dartboard. Scorpio wonders: Is it luck? Does Sagittarius hang out at the bar all day? No, Sagittarius is too busy traveling, reading, and living to spend time in a bar all day! Scorpio meets Sagittarius, sees how talented they are, and is either jealous of them, wants to be them, wants to screw them, or all three. Sagittarius meets Scorpio, and often doesn’t know what to make of them! Sagittarius has heard of the enigmatic Scorpio, but could it be true? Sagittarius wonders, Am I just like everyone else, thinking Scorpio is a total mystery? You see, Sagittarius is smarter than most people, so they’ve just got to crack the Scorpio case and get to know them better!

The best thing these two have in common is their desire to explore—Scorpio usually leaning toward hidden places, while the scenes Sagittarius is attracted to are more bustling. But their shared desire for gaining wisdom and understanding is something that makes this partnership flourish. If Sagittarius can show how artistic and sensual they can be, Scorpio will be even more turned on, while Scorpio should reveal to Sagittarius their light and easy side that enjoys socializing. If these two have good communication about their needs in the bedroom, this can be a very hot coupling thanks to Sagittarius’s fire and Scorpio’s passion. If they move in together, their shared altar space is sure to be a peaceful one—they both have a spiritual side.



SCORPIO & CAPRICORN
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Scorpio’s ruling planets are Mars and Pluto, and Capricorn’s is Saturn. Without launching into a whole astrology lesson, trust me when I say these are intense planets. Mars battles, Pluto destroys, Saturn imposes limitations . . . yet, somehow, these two have so much fun together! Perhaps it’s because they both have strategic minds and they enjoy plotting schemes together. But, more likely, it has to do with the energy in the bedroom: usually very kinky, always very sexy. These two have solid communication, which helps them out a whole lot as a couple.

To Capricorn, there is no one cooler than Scorpio, and to Scorpio, Capricorn’s brain is a major turn-on. They both have a passion for things that are old, antique, historical, haunted, and time tested. They enjoy watching horror movies together, but also have a guilty pleasure of watching romances and tearjerkers—nothing gives Scorpio more glee than seeing if they can make Capricorn get emotional over something sappy (it’s very hard to do, which makes it even more rewarding for Scorpio).

They need to watch out for jealousy, and they need to keep the lines of communication open, instead of riding on how easy things feel “at first” and assuming things will always be just fine. Scorpio would be wise to reveal their nurturing side to Capricorn and to be patient with Capricorn about how and when they express their emotions. Capricorn would be wise to slow down a bit and learn to relax. If they move in together, it will be into an old mansion that might house a few ghosts—Capricorn secretly hopes there’s treasure hidden in the walls, and Scorpio is itching for a séance.



SCORPIO & AQUARIUS
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Do these two have anything in common? It would seem not, between the intense and emotional scorpion and the detached and logical water bearer, but both of these signs know that there’s always more than meets the eye, and that you always need to look beneath the surface to really grasp a situation.

These two make a fantastic detective team—Aquarius has the gadgets, and Scorpio has the interrogation skills—but this book isn’t meant to be about career paths for the signs. That said, Aquarius very much admires Scorpio’s work ethic and drive for success, seeing the scorpion as a powerful person in their field and hoping to achieve the same for themself, too. Scorpio’s affection lies more in the private, personal realm (as it always does for the emotional scorpion), looking to Aquarius as a solid partner and friend with whom they can build a foundation and a future.

There is a lot of tension between these two and the energy in the bedroom is very intense, as Aquarius’s cool energy clashes with Scorpio’s heat. They can both overthink things, but Scorpio will count on Aquarius to be the one they lean on when their mind is going a mile a minute. Neither of them is a stranger to sadness, but Aquarius will lean on Scorpio for some wisdom and a pep talk, and they need to be able to provide this support to each other if they want things to work out for more than a fling. If they move in together, Aquarius will be surprised by how handy Scorpio is around the home, and Scorpio will be surprised to see how indulgent Aquarius can be!



SCORPIO & PISCES
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These two enigmatic Water signs are a mystery to many, but to each other, they feel comfortable—they’re in their element! Emotion, intuition, and imagination are the realm they live in, which is great when they’re being creative, but not so great when paranoia arises. These two need to build trust if the relationship will work. Scorpio adores Pisces’s creative abilities and the fun times Pisces shows them (they know where all the best parties are). And Pisces admires Scorpio’s mind, looking up to them for wisdom when they need inspiration or someone to lean on.

But Scorpio needs to be mindful that their ambition could be read as ruthless to Pisces, who may wonder if Scorpio is trampling other people on their way to the top. Scorpio would be wise to show that they indeed care about helping others and not just themself. Scorpio is far more decisive than Pisces, which can lead to frustration. Pisces should not be too wishy-washy, as Scorpio needs a dependable partner they can lean on, someone who will be by their side when the going gets rough, not hiding under the bed out of fear.

They have plenty of passion in the bedroom; they both have active imaginations, and their psychic connection in bed is phenomenal. This is a fantastic hookup, and if they want to be together long term, they need to patiently build a friendship. If they move in together, continuing to have thoughtful discussions about boundaries is key.

Armed with knowledge and eager to take chances, Sagittarius always seems to have good fortune come their way. Above all, Sagittarius is a seeker—of knowledge, pleasure, spiritual growth, and, of course, love.

AT THEIR BEST

Cultured and well traveled, broad-minded Sagittarius values tolerance, honesty, and knowledge. Positive thinkers, these optimistic, festive people are filled with gratitude for the good things they’ve been blessed with and the things they’ve worked hard for. Uninhibited and bighearted Sagittarius seizes life, thinks large, and stays on the go. Adventurous and spontaneous, they are visionaries, deep thinkers, and spiritual, and have a fantastic sense of humor.

AT THEIR WORST

Sanctimonious Sagittarius rides a very high horse and is one of the rowdiest partiers you’ll ever meet. They say all the wrong things, at the worst times, and being as blunt as they are gets them into trouble. Prone to exaggeration and carelessness, they can be reckless and impatient, as well as impulsive, pretentious, arrogant, and inconsiderate. The know-it-all Sag can come across as holier than thou.

LOVE PERSONALITY

Sagittarius wants to run free—but that doesn’t mean they always want to run free alone. This adventurer certainly goes on solo missions, but having someone to share the journey with is definitely something they desire. They just need someone who can keep up. They’re attracted to witty people who share their thirst for knowledge—and their occasional need to have a rowdy, fun time. Sagittarius might be half human, half horse, but really, they are half nerd, half party animal, and they’re attracted to people who satisfy both needs.

Sagittarius believes in love at first sight and wants a partner who can be their best friend. Don’t ever try to “tie down” a Sagittarius, but know that if they love you, this loyal Fire sign will always try to do right by their partner. While a Sagittarius can sometimes be a rule breaker, that doesn’t mean they don’t deeply care about doing the right thing. They approach love like they approach all things: optimistically, full of life, and with an open heart.

FIRST IMPRESSIONS

Sagittarius may have been partying when you first laid eyes on them—their boisterous laugh is infectious. Sagittarius has fantastic aim, so it’s likely that whatever your first impression is of them, it’s the one they wanted you to have, whether the archer is looking for love or any other kind of relationship. They’re also very blunt, and their straightforwardness can be either refreshing or a turn-off!

Imagine a holiday dinner: Friends and family gather around a massive feast, everyone gives thanks before digging in, drinking wine, laughing (someone might be crying, too), giving each other gifts, and telling personal stories (some that may be slightly exaggerated). That’s Sagittarius’s energy.

FLIRTING TECHNIQUES

It’s easy to be enamored by Sagittarius—they’re so smart, and they love to have fun. Sagittarius is attracted to social and spontaneous people who are intellectually curious, so in order to attract the archer, show how confident and adventurous you are.

It’s a cliché icebreaker, but it works with Sag: ask them where they could go if they could take a trip anywhere in the world. Discussing spirituality is also a great way to get Sagittarius talking—even if they’re an atheist, they’ll have some passionate things to say about the subject.

Ask them about politics, their favorite book, or how they feel about a social issue. They are full of opinions, and they love sharing them. Asking someone questions about themself is obviously a great way to connect—people love talking about themselves, after all—but Sagittarius is especially eager to share their ideas, and an open, listening, thoughtful ear is sure to put them in a good mood.

They are straightforward people, and they’ll appreciate you being direct about your interests; however, it takes more than thinking they are hot to leave an impression on them. Witty and a word-smith, they love banter, so keep it sharp and intellectual, and rely on them to share some exciting stories with you, too. They’re not always the chattiest people, but when they have a crush, they usually have an interesting “You’ll never believe this” tale to share. They enjoy hearing their phone regularly ping with a notification, and appreciate someone who is straightforward and regular with communication. Don’t be afraid to make the first move—Aquarius is excited about people who are excited about them! Not sure what to talk about? Aquarius is attracted to the unusual and to mysteries, so ask them if they’ve seen the premiere of a sci-fi or detective show. As humanitarians, they’re also into politics, so ask what they think about a news item—one you’re genuinely passionate about. Knowing you care about the world is a turn-on for them.

Be a rebel. Aquarius loves rule breakers and people who aren’t afraid to stand out in a crowd. Aquarius needs their space, so being clingy is bound to push them away. It’s not that they’re averse to hanging out all the time—they totally can—but if you make them feel like you can’t live without them or that they’re not free to do their own thing, they’ll run the other way. Do not judge an Aquarius by their cover. Never jump to conclusions about situations or people just because of what’s on the surface; Aquarius finds that very immature.

DATING STYLE

Prove you are reliable by keeping the dates you’ve planned, but also show you’re not boring by being spontaneous; ruled by structure-oriented Saturn and rebel Uranus, Aquarius really needs both in their life: rules and breaking the rules.

Aquarius enjoys planning events, so they’ll likely have an itinerary set up already if they call to ask you out. If you’re planning the date, Aquarius loves going on adventures, so arrange an excursion: Visit a nearby neighborhood the two of you have never been to before, and swing by the most popular food joint—even better, surprise them with a random road trip to an unusual place, like the Whispering Gallery in Grand Central Station in New York City or the Wave Organ in San Francisco. Think of the strangest gallery, oddities store, restaurant, or monument, and take them there. Go someplace where you can talk—a movie probably isn’t the best first-date option, because they want to get to know you (and anyway, Aquarius is not the type to feel awkward going to a movie alone). They also don’t mind spending a night in playing board games or watching movies—in fact, watching movies at home is great because they can talk over the actors as much as they like without getting kicked out of the theater.

When you’re on the date, don’t come across as a name-dropper or poseur, or judge people harshly for having different tastes than you. Nothing is less cool to an Aquarius than someone not being themself or not respecting other people’s interests.

RELATIONSHIP APPROACH

Friendship is crucial to Aquarius, so nurture that aspect of your partnership as much as possible. Aquarius’s cool demeanor can make it seem like they are unemotional, but that’s totally untrue. They feel very deeply, but they value communicating their feelings in a thoughtful, organized, straightforward way.

Do not be surprised if you hear clinical-sounding terminology during an emotional conversation or argument with an Aquarius; they feel very comfortable using psychologist-approved lines as a way to express their feelings. One Aquarius told me that she had a book on effective communication for office managers—and that she pulled lines from it to use in her relationships.

Open-minded Aquarius approaches each relationship as a totally unique experience, not expecting past relationship formats to conform to the new. Their independence is also important to them, and they want a partner who has a life, too. Aquarius loves mysteries, but don’t be one. Don’t bother hiding things from them, as they are excellent detectives and will figure out the truth.

Take the initiative at work, at home, and in the relationship. Aquarius loves being around a go-getter who makes things happen, but they also need space—they need the perfect balance of a reliable best friend they can always count on, but without a clingy vibe. Be interested in life: Go places, meet people, learn things. Aquarius is attracted to people who are curious about the world. If you don’t have a life, Aquarius won’t want to be in yours.

SEX

“Predictable” is rarely a word used to describe Aquarius; however, in bed, you may find that your Aquarius lover has certain ol’ reliable routines, kinks, toys, or techniques that regularly work for them. Don’t mess with their process! Call them “boring” for their routines, and expect to be called judgmental and never hear from them again. Never kink-shame anyone—Aquarius in particular has been called weird too many times in their life to need to hear it from a partner.

Aquarius is totally up for experimenting and trying new things, too, and they’ll be excited if you open up to them about what turns you on. Approach them directly; if you beat around the bush, it might confuse them. As an Air sign, Aquarius values verbal communication, from talking dirty to discussing boundaries.

Aquarians have a lot on their minds—declutter the space and make the bed nicely for them so they can forget about the world and focus on the moment. Get them going by having lots of dirty talk—Aquarius needs mental stimulation. Aquarius has a voyeuristic streak, so show them how hot they make you.

On a spiritual level, partner sex and masturbation are opportunities for Aquarius to merge their minds with their bodies.

TURN-ONS

Uranus, one of Aquarius’s planetary rulers, governs electricity, so any high-tech sex toy is welcome in the bedroom. Porn is great, but Aquarius likes video chatting with real people as well, or being invited to a sex party. If you’re with a shier Aquarius, have them describe to you something they saw once that really turned them on, and then recreate it together. They are often voyeurs or exhibitionists (or both!).

Pick up some sexy uniforms to bring into the bedroom. Role-play doctor and patient, or cleaning person and homeowner. Play truth or dare—ask them about their most perverted fantasies, and then dare them to explore the possibility of trying it with you.

Innocence and purity are things Aquarius often gets off on, although the Uranian side of Aquarius is often attracted to rebels and weirdos. Submissive Aquarius enjoys taking orders or doing tasks. A dominant Aquarius will enjoy making a checklist of chores and requirements for their sub to accomplish, and being ruled by Saturn, can take on the daddy or parental role easily.

They’re turned on by a partner who is versatile and flexible, so be sure to pleasure them with both your mouth and your hands! Don’t leave any part of their body unpleased—be thorough!

TURN-OFFS

Immaturity is a big turn-off—badly timed gross fart jokes, squealing childishly (particularly if it’s with disdain) over something you see at a sex toy shop, or not practicing safe sex are no-nos.

Aquarius is a great friend who is happy to listen when a pal or lover feels insecure about themself. But in the bedroom, be as confident as you can—if you continually apologize for the zit on your face while you two are warming up, things could cool down, as Aquarius will become more interested in getting you zit cream than anything else.



AQUARIUS & ARIES
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Aquarius has seen Aries around town—they have mutual friends and spend time in the same scene. Aquarius admires Aries from afar, confused about why the ram hasn’t given them a glance. Aquarius needs to learn that Aries pretty much is only aware of what’s right in front of them . . . and, luckily for Aquarius, once Aries does notice them, they’ll make a quick bee-line to their new crush!

Aries is absolutely enamored by Aquarius, thinking they’re the coolest person they’ve ever met (and they would have met them sooner if they had slowed down, maybe stayed someplace for longer than thirty minutes before getting bored and moving on to the next party). Aries is passionate and impulsive, and hugely inspired and calmed by Aquarius’s logical, detached, and chill energy. They are especially impressed by how diplomatic Aquarius can be—as well as how they can eviscerate anyone in a debate.

Aquarius falls in love with the ram’s quick, sharp mind, their straightforward and honest way of communicating, and their curiosity. Aries is the first sign on the zodiac wheel, and naturally, they love to be first at anything. In bed, they’ll likely have many firsts together, as well as plenty of excitement with toys and role-play—these two are fun in bed!

AQUARIUS & TAURUS

Libra has a reputation for being one of the sweetest, most popular signs in the zodiac, but Aquarius should be careful: they can have just as sharp a tongue as the water bearer. AT THEIR BEST

Pisces people are creatives. The moody, evasive Pisces can be deceptive, changeable, and confused. These escape artists flake on plans, and often react with extreme sensitivity to any question or challenge. The truth is subjective, and in fact, they can see the truth in multiple sides of any story, which at times may make people accuse them of being two-faced.

Fantastical and whimsical, Pisces wants to be swept off their feet. Yes, they’re fish, which means they have fins, but romantic Pisces is a poet who doesn’t mind a metaphor. If you two meet online, be sure to have a variety of photos for Pisces to peruse—this sign loves photography and hates a limited selection of anything.

If they catch your eye in person, see if you can get a mutual friend to introduce you—as friendly and flirty as Pisces might be, it can be draining for them to be approached by a stranger unexpectedly. As you’re building rapport, be clear that you’re romantically interested, because the “do they like me/don’t they like me” noise will be stressful for them if it’s not clarified quickly. And don’t bet that they’re always going to be clear about asking you if you’re interested, because these fish can be shy, and they don’t like to be embarrassed.

Do share some of your vulnerabilities—they want depth. Flirtation that’s too light and airy won’t make the impact you need. Dreamy Pisces might seem ditzy, but don’t be fooled—they crave intellectual connection. Having something smart to say about a movie you recently saw or a book you just read is a huge turn-on.

DATING STYLE

If they ask you out (which, if they do, congrats, because these fish are bashful), they’ll likely suggest something that involves music, art, nature, or an activity that takes you two out of mundane, everyday life.

Take them to get food someplace that only locals know about—they love being insiders, but don’t necessarily care about the pomp that comes with being VIPs. Have them garden or walk your dog with you—they’ll be touched, not annoyed, that you want to include them in your daily routine.

Being organized and having a schedule helps keep Pisces feeling safe and contained—they adore people who have it “together” in this regard; however, spontaneity comes naturally to them, so expect to be asked out on some random dates!

Go slow with Pisces in the bedroom—being rushed is a turn-off for them; however, that doesn’t mean they are totally averse to quickies, especially if it’s to say “goodbye” before you two head out.

Don’t be surprised if they stare deeply into your eyes, as if they’re expressing something to you psychically. Do your best to open up and receive the message! Tell them they’re the sexiest person you’ve ever met. Be romantic and sexy, but not sappy. Yes, Pisces is a total sap, but keep it out of the bedroom—they want to hear you speak to them in a sexy tone of voice, not a mushy one, while in bed!

Pisces tends to walk in danger’s way, but they really need safety in bed, so romance them by creating as comfortable a space as possible. Whether dominant or submissive, Pisces enjoys the fantasy aspect of sex, and wearing costumes or setting imaginative scenes turns them on. A submissive Pisces often enjoys doing tasks for their partner, or simply surrendering to their every wish.

Feed them dessert slowly, and then have sex on the dinner table. Pisces needs variety as much as they crave safety in bed. Speaking of safety, let them know you will protect them—hold them close, and let them know that you can be counted on.

TURN-OFFS

Being any kind of fake or phony is a huge turn-off for Pisces. Never tell them you worship the ground they walk on if you don’t.

Air: One of the four elements, Air signs include Gemini, Libra, and Aquarius. They see the word through a logical lens and value communication. Even when they find themselves caught up in drama, they manage to be friends with everyone! They’re big flirts who love to be partnered up.

Cardinal: Cardinal signs are the first signs of each season: Aries, Cancer, Libra, and Capricorn. They are leaders and initiators, so they’re not afraid to make the first move or express interest.

Earth: One of the four elements, Earth signs include Taurus, Virgo, and Capricorn. They see the world through a material lens and are practical people. They can be grumpy, but they’re hard workers, solid friends, and sensual lovers.

Fire: One of the four elements, Fire signs include Aries, Leo, and Sagittarius. They see the world through an inspired, passionate lens; these signs have plenty of willpower. They can be impatient and impulsive, but they know how to have fun, and they’ll always have your back.

Fixed: Fixed signs are the middle signs of each season: Taurus, Leo, Scorpio, and Aquarius. Fixed signs are stable and determined. They call you back when they say they will.

Mutable: Mutable signs are the last signs of each season: Gemini, Virgo, Sagittarius, and Pisces. They are adaptable and communicative. Expect your conversations with these signs to go late into the evening.
