So, how did I come to be standing on a TV set in a spangly frock, helpless and shuddering with giggles, in front of two-and-a-half million viewers, while three highly intelligent, highly respectable civil servants said:

‘Malik, Tomlinson, Horan, Payne … Malik, Tomlinson, Horan, Payne … Are they golfers?’

Well, it all started with poker. Like everything.

Poker is a beautiful, fiendish, infuriating, irresistible, exasperating and unforgettable game. If poker were a woman, it would be Elizabeth Taylor – and Richard Burton would marry it and divorce it 14 times.

I was beckoned by the poker siren at a young age. I never escaped her clutches, and that is how I came to appear around a smoky baize table in the early, low-budget, ground-breaking TV series Late Night Poker, made by an innovative and brilliant Welsh production company.

That is how I came to play in every series of Late Night Poker until I became a poker commentator and then a presenter.

And that is how I came to be on the other end of the phone when the people from the innovative and brilliant Welsh production company said: ‘We’ve got an idea for a quiz …’

You know the connection, don’t you? Malik, Tomlinson, Horan, Payne?

The beauty of Only Connect is that it could always be anything. Highbrow, lowbrow, sidebrow, underbrow. They might be Nobel prize-winning physicists. They might play for Nottingham Forest. They might all rhyme with parts of the body or be French. Perhaps they all mothered illegitimate dukes, or were accused of being Jack the Ripper, or perhaps – if you read their names backwards – they’re all types of cheese.

The key is lateral thinking. Can you find those hidden connections in the deepest recesses of your mind, the dustiest corners of your memory? I know, I know: it’s hard enough to remember your uncle’s name when you bump into him at the supermarket. But on a good day, in a shining lightbulb moment, your brain will deliver to you – triumphantly – the link you’re looking for.

Malik, Tomlinson, Horan, Payne … If you don’t know the answer, then I’m not going to tell you.

But they are not golfers.

• • •

So, Presentable Productions of Llandaff, Cardiff (now Parasol Media – don’t ask me why, but only two more name changes and we’ve got ourselves a Round 2 question) had an idea for a quiz and they asked if I would host a ‘non-broadcast pilot’ – a run-through of the format – to show the BBC in the hope of getting it commissioned as a series.

‘Fine,’ I sniffed, ‘but only as a special favour to you. If you get the series, you’ll have to find someone else to present it. I am an extremely serious and important writer and poker player. I would make a terrible quiz-show host.’

They took what they could get. They only knew poker players, and they guessed I’d be a better host than Black Jack McGraw, the Polish pawnbroker with eight ‘missing’ business partners. Or, if not better than Jack, at least less likely to be in prison at time of recording.

So, we recorded the pilot, a series was commissioned and I found myself unable to back out after all. My heart was lost. I’d fallen head over heels for Only Connect. I wouldn’t have gone so far down the poker road if I didn’t have an addictive personality, and this was an utterly addictive quiz.

Simple enough idea: what is the connection between four apparently random clues? But this is a very tough quiz. The link can be very difficult to spot. (The comedian Mark Steel once tweeted, ‘I love Only Connect, with its answers like “They’re all anagrams of Swedish slang words for pomegranate.”’) Or, as in the case of Malik, Horan, Tomlinson and Payne, it can be – theoretically – easy to spot. Either way, the connection is there.

Then, on to Round 2, where we up the ante by asking not only what is the connection but what comes next in a sequence.

Round 3: up it again by demanding four connections simultaneously, on a fiendish ‘connecting wall’ with 16 jumbled-up clues, featuring red herrings that fit into more than one category but only one possible complete solution.

Round 4: nothing to do with the rest of the quiz. The ‘Missing Vowels’ round. You have to work out what are the well-known names or phrases from which the vowels have been removed and the consonants re-spaced. The round simply isn’t about connections. Nobody knows why it’s there. Then again, the same is true of me.

Well, now you know why I’m there. They didn’t know who else to ask, and I was too hooked by the format to walk away. But my original instinct was right: I am a terrible quiz-show host.

Good quiz-show hosts are irrepressibly cheery, full of bounce and vigour, with an enormous natural warmth. I am socially awkward, physically lazy and constantly irritable with hunger. I always want to be sitting down; I’m too short-sighted to read an autocue, yet too squeamish for contact lenses and too vain for glasses, so I stare into space, blinking like a cartoon scapegoat, trying to remember what I’d meant to say next.

‘Only Connect is back!’ cheered the Radio Times (always a great supporter of ours) in about 2012. ‘And Victoria’s in the chair with her trademark withering glare!’

That was supposed to be my welcoming smile.

• • •

Luckily, somehow, as if by magic, my peculiarities turned out to suit the quiz. It’s a peculiar quiz.

If this were an episode of Only Connect, I would now add: ‘And God knows we have peculiar contestants!’

I don’t really think they’re peculiar. I just enjoy making jokes about the fact that they might seem peculiar, relative to the prejudices of modern television. I actually identify with them very closely.

I think of myself as a ‘geek’: short-sighted, prone to hay fever, riddled with tics and compulsions, fundamentally uninterested in fashion, highly likely to be the last one picked for a sports team. Luckily, the day I left school I opted out of a value system that considers these traits to be ‘failings’. I’m proud of my arcane interests, quirky hobbies and healthy suspicion of consensus.

I imagine the Only Connect family as a community of those who shivered on the edges of the school playground, furiously underestimated by meat-heads with the wrong priorities.

Of course, some of our contestants are perfectly cool in a straightforward way: good-looking, articulate and confident. Nevertheless, I like to celebrate the geek soul in all of us. We are the sitters and readers, the studiers and stamp-collectors, the museum visitors and chamber music players, the coders and counters, the speakers of ancient languages and historic battle re-enactors. (Another tweet of Mark Steel’s: ‘The first contestant on Only Connect tonight built a lifesize model of Von Ribbentrop out of earwigs.’)

Increasingly, as time has gone on, I’ve characterised us as weedy and awkward, unconventional and stubborn, pale, myopic and wheezy. The programme itself, I once explained to viewers, has a nervous disorder and wears orthopaedic shoes. Another time, I revealed that Only Connect has been questioned over the disappearance of several missing hitch-hikers.

Naturally, in the classic British tradition, this is all highly celebratory. There is no better way to express love, pride and comradeship than by mickey-taking. My real satirical target, I hope it has always been clear, is the mainstream.

This was easy because Only Connect never was mainstream. We were made for BBC Four, a cultish, non-terrestrial channel for an eager, curious audience. We were there to entertain the sort of viewer who might run screaming from The X Factor into the comforting arms of a documentary about biplanes or molecular biology. Not a viewer who necessarily knew about these things, but who was interested to know about anything. I hope we kept that cultish flavour as we stumbled, blinking and nervous, into the bright lights of BBC Two.

The way we identify our questions, for example, is highly rarefied. They’re separated into


LION

WATER

TWO REEDS

TWISTED FLAX

HORNED VIPER

and

EYE OF HORUS.



Why? Well, for the first three series they were identified by Greek letters – alpha, beta, gamma and so on. Although the BBC Four viewers fell quickly in love with the essential connecting principles of the quiz, we had a lot of complaints about the Greek letters. People considered it a pretentious gimmick. The complaints built and built. The letters had to go. On the other hand, I hate to give in to peer pressure.

There was only one thing for it. At the beginning of the fourth series, inspired by a cartoon that a good-natured fellow called @frizfrizzle had posted on Twitter, I said something like:

‘Many people have complained about our board of Greek letters. They say it’s exclusive, pretentious, snooty and smug. Never let it be said the BBC fails to listen to its audience! We’ve listened! The Greek letters have gone. So, Epicureans, please choose … your Egyptian hieroglyph!’

That was really the beginning of the show starting to take the mickey out of itself. I think it was a happy direction. From then on, we found our identity: a show that both venerates arcane knowledge and finds a veneration for arcane knowledge mildly ridiculous.

Most of the quizzers on Only Connect are a lot cleverer than I am. But we share a mindset; we understand each other. The same is true of the viewers – even those who never get any of the answers and tune in for the sheer pleasure of watching people who can. Those viewers watch the final stages, as I do myself, in the same spirit as you’d watch Roger Federer or Serena Williams playing at Wimbledon: in awe at the gymnastics, dazzled by the ability, delighted to watch a fellow human at the peak of their powers.

And yet, it feels appropriate to tease them throughout. I don’t know why. In I’m Sorry I Haven’t a Clue (a radio series that our long-term viewers will know I revere), the great Humphrey Lyttelton relished opportunities to make remarks at the panellists’ expense. His magnificent successor Jack Dee has taken up that baton with glee. When I do the same with our contestants, I mean it both as an homage to that wonderful radio show and a sign that I think of the teams as friends and colleagues – just as those great professional radio performers do each other.

‘Welcome to our cookery special,’ I said in a recent episode. ‘Tonight, in the style of The Great British Bake Off, we’ll be featuring a signature dish, a technical challenge and a show-stopping fruitcake. I’ll let you decide who’s who as we meet the teams.’

Another week, I said: ‘If you’re worried that your house might be haunted by a ghost and needs exorcising, there’s a very simple way to work out whether it is or it isn’t: it isn’t. But speaking of having a fright, let’s meet the teams.’

I hope they don’t mind. I hope they hear the echo of I’m Sorry I Haven’t a Clue, and the love and kinship. I think they do. The one thing people always say, when they’ve come along to Cardiff and taken part in the quiz, is how friendly and warm it all is. Almost everyone on the crew is Welsh, most of the people in charge are women, and I honestly believe it might be the nicest, kindest production in the world.

After the last series, Jenny the producer gave all the finalists a bag of Welsh cakes to take home. Her mother had been up all night baking them.

I don’t think that happened on The Krypton Factor.

In this book, you will find some of the best questions from the first ten broadcast series of Only Connect, as selected by our question editors Jack Waley-Cohen and David McGaughey, plus some brand-new (never broadcast) Connecting Walls and Missing Vowels rounds.

Jack and David are new to the job of question editor, though not to Only Connect – Jack’s quiz team got to the final of our very first series, back in 2008, when I wore scratchy beige trouser suits and didn’t make any jokes. (And the programme was all the better for it, no doubt some viewers would sniff.)

So, you may have seen some of these questions before. If you have never missed an episode of Only Connect then you will have seen many of these questions before. Will it make any difference to your scores? I’d be interested to know. Me, I get a lot of questions wrong when I watch episodes of Only Connect go out on TV, and I was there when we recorded them!

Somehow, because the essence of the challenge is lateral thinking rather than knowledge, I can be bamboozled by them two or three times over. You might be told where Battle Abbey is and never need to be told again, but you wouldn’t necessarily remember what that has in common with the champion of the 1981 Grand National. And if you can’t work it out, you will find two more clues and the answer in a few pages’ time …

You will also find the connecting wall that features Malik, Tomlinson, Horan and Payne. Good luck with that one.

They didn’t all play for Nottingham Forest.
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There are various ways to ‘use’ this book. It’s divided into four sections: Round 1 ‘Connections’; Round 2 ‘Sequences’, Round 3 ‘Connecting Walls’ and Round 4 ‘Missing Vowels’. Then there is an audition paper at the back.

You can read it/play it at random. Flick through, take questions from anywhere, see how you get on.

If you want to control the difficulty level, bear in mind that the questions get progressively more difficult throughout each section.

This mimics the series itself. Every time a new series starts, viewers cry: ‘It’s got easier! It’s been dumbed down!’ That’s because they last saw it a few months or a year before, during the last and most difficult stages of the previous series. Now, it returns with the opening heats, which are always less hard. It’s a false comparison.

I usually know when an episode is correctly pitched. Some weeks before we go into production, I receive a huge secret parcel full of question packs for the upcoming series. I then play them all, as if I were a team. What should happen is that I score reasonably highly during the opening heats. My score starts to even out in the middle of the series. By the quarter-finals, I am getting low scores. By the semi-finals, I’m scoring practically nothing. By the final, I don’t even understand the questions.

If you prefer to ‘play’ this book in a more rigid and formalised way – and frankly, I’d be disappointed in our fans if none of you did – then you will find, if you look deeper, that they can be separated into complete Only Connect games.

So, you could play your way through a set of six Round 1 questions, going through the hieroglyphs from Two Reeds to Eye of Horus, then jump to the ‘matching’ set of six Round 2 questions (and the same hieroglyphs).

The first six questions of Round 1 will be of equivalent difficulty to the first six of Round 2, and so on. Each set has two connecting walls (Lion and Water) and four sets of missing vowels (Two Reeds, Twisted Flax, Horned Viper and Eye of Horus) of equivalent difficulty.

By separating the sections into sets of 6–6–2–4 in this way, you can play out episode-length games of Only Connect – alone or with a group of friends for a party.

Of course, you’re the type of person who buys the Only Connect book. So it’s probably alone.

• • •

We kick off with Round 1: what is the connection between four apparently random clues?

‘Connections’ is the defining round of the quiz, the main thing that people talk about when they explain what Only Connect is. Finding the hidden connection between random things has a deep satisfaction to it. There’s something very pleasing, especially to us OC-types with our chaotic, anxious brains, about putting things in groups: sorting, solving, categorising, connecting. It’s what we love about Sherlock Holmes stories, about crosswords, about maths. It’s what I love about poker. For a moment, you can make the world seem ordered and rational.

But you don’t have to be a geek to love spotting connections. For example, my mother-in-law, a supremely natural, communicative, happy and well-adjusted woman, loves to hear that this person’s neighbour is that person’s cousin. Or this person’s boss is that person’s daughter. She is pleased and comforted to see the web of the world laid bare.

I’ve never met anyone who wasn’t tickled to discover that Fred Trueman’s daughter married Raquel Welch’s son. Or that the comic Tom O’Connor is the father-in-law of the athlete Denise Lewis. Everyone has a taste for that six-degrees-of-Kevin-Bacon.

From there, it’s just a short hop to wondering what connects Switzerland and a photon; Danny Boyle and Winston Churchill; Roquefort cheese and the Dead Sea Scrolls. (All of these are to be found in the forthcoming pages of the first section.)

Connections make the world feel smaller and safer – more claustrophobic, perhaps, but more controlled for that. The challenge for our question writers is to keep looking harder and further, deeper and wider, for those hidden, pleasing links.

On the show, the fewer Round 1 clues you need to see before naming the connection, the more points you can get.

Five points are available for getting it after just one clue (which is difficult, and involves a willingness to gamble, but crucially – on the right sort of question – not impossible).

Three points if you’ve seen two clues, two points after three clues and one point if you’ve seen all four. (It’s also one point to the opposing team if the question is ‘thrown over for a bonus’.)

Obviously, you can recreate this experience by covering up the clues with a bit of paper and revealing them to yourself gradually. Or by asking the question master to read them out one by one, pausing after each and not continuing until you shout, ‘Next!’

(I say ‘question master’. I know it’s just you in a different voice. Running back and forth across the room.)

I’m now going to leave you with Jack and David for the questions. I’ll see you at Round 2!

The Gallifreyans scored 3 points on this question. After Clue 1 they were tempted to guess and were kicking themselves after seeing Clue 2, when they realised they could have had 5 points.

It takes luck, knowledge, skill and bravery to score 5 points on a Round 1 question. It wasn’t until the 47th episode that it happened for the first time, when Chris Quinn of the Alesmen knew about Pugachev’s Cobra.

This question is a good example of the show’s classic ‘four apparently random clues’, which, finally, by Clue 4, no longer seem random at all. The Educators scored 1 point on this after seeing all four clues.

• Greek letters were used for the first three series of Only Connect, before switching to the Egyptian Hieroglyphs you now know and love.

In series 2 (yes, we’ve edited Clue 4), the Chessmen were onto it from Clue 1, considered gambling after Clue 2, but played it safe and took the third clue before confirming the answer.

These images are, of course, not the actual images used on the album covers – that would probably be too easy!

The Fell Walkers scored 2 points on this series 7 question.

The Cinephiles were onto this quickly, though they thought ladybirds had green blood. Spock confirmed the answer for them and they scored 2 points.

The Oenophiles knew it as soon as they saw The Great Escape clue. It isn’t always the hardest clue that comes first: here, ‘Absolutely anybody’ is possibly the easiest clue, but that doesn’t make it the most obvious.

For example, this one could have been fur becomes dye, tidy becomes rust, escort becomes waxier, derry becomes sweet, with the answer as ‘one key to the left’. There are little clues lurking in Only Connect questions. For example, when the last clue of this question is revealed, the contestants should be asking themselves why ‘derry’ doesn’t have a capital letter at the start, thus giving them a way to identify it as a word puzzle.

In the final of series 5, the Antiquarians quickly worked out this was a word puzzle, and scored 3 points – though they ended up on the losing side to the Analysts.

‘And on to Round 2, the “Sequences” round!’

I chirrup this line in most episodes – not every episode, but often enough that it almost qualifies as a catchphrase. As catchphrases go, admittedly, it’s no ‘What do points make? Prizes!’

But points don’t make prizes on our show anyway. Our teams win nothing but a small trophy to be shared between three. No money, no speedboats, no holidays, no appearances on the bill of the Royal Variety Performance. I’m not even sure they get expenses. Knowing our production manager as I do, I shouldn’t be surprised if she’s tricked them into smuggling themselves to Cardiff on the underside of a train.

In Round 2, the clues appear in a hidden sequence, so teams may see a maximum of three clues before working out the connection and telling us what comes fourth. If you want to know what kind of answers you should be looking for, I refer you to the comedian Mark Steel, who once tweeted: ‘I love Only Connect; “the next number is 5.5, they are of course square roots of the ages of the last 4 men’s Olympic taekwondo champions”.’

Sadly, that is the third and final quote from Mark Steel in this book. As far as I know, he’s only ever tweeted about us three times. In other words, it isn’t a sequence. We need four. At least four.

We can, of course, create a little run of clues from sequences we find with a choice of more than four. Fans may remember the year that our former question editor Mr Connor became briefly interested in snooker, due to a BBC Three drama called The Rack Pack that he was writing in his spare time, and almost every sequence turned out to be four of the snooker balls in order of potting. It was a sad vision of genius under stress, like when Bobby Fischer saw every pavement as a chessboard. The caterers tried to cheer Mr Connor up by making his favourite ‘traffic-light jelly’ for lunch, but you can imagine how badly that turned out.

Anyway, a run or chain of potential clues with fewer than four components is useless to us. The old adage that ‘bad things come in threes’ takes on a new meaning for those who work on Only Connect.

Our question writers constantly scour the world for new sequences (I mean this figuratively: they scour via their brains and books and the internet; they do not leave their caves, I beg your pardon, their houses.)

As they scour, sequences of three make them throw up their claws, excuse me, their hands, in horror. But the champagne corks pop when David and Victoria Beckham have a fourth child, or Daniel Craig signs up for a fourth Bond film, or Andy Murray makes his fourth Wimbledon final. (Come on, Andy!)

Once again, the following questions will start at the gentler end of the spectrum and become progressively more difficult – and if you want to score the round like the TV show, then you should reveal the clues gradually. Five points if you get the answer after one clue, three points after two clues, two points after three clues (or one point if the opposing team guesses for a bonus) … and of course you can’t see four clues because clue four is also the answer.

• The female monarchs of Britain are Anne, Victoria and Elizabeth II.

• Each player in a chess game has one queen, so two in total.

• Every hive has just one queen. The old queen tends to lead the swarm just as a new queen emerges.

The United Kingdom of Great Britain did not exist until the Acts of Union of 1706 and 1707, which is why female monarchs before Anne don’t count for this question.

The Ciphers scored 2 points, although the question was asked the other way – they came up with ‘Two chess games being played simultaneously’ for something with four queens.

• Jaws 2: Jaws bites into an underwater power cable winched up by Chief Brody.

• Jaws: Brody shoots an oxygen cylinder that Jaws is munching on.

A very tough question – especially as pictures. On the show, as a text question, the Epicureans, who went on to win the series, picked up 2 points.

Hello again. When the great satirist and magazine editor Ian Hislop took part in Only Connect a few years ago, I introduced him as ‘someone so professional that he once appeared on Have I Got News for You while suffering from appendicitis – considered to be the most pain a man has ever been in while recording a TV quiz … which I am personally taking as a challenge’.

I like suggesting that the experience is going to be harrowing for the contestants and, indeed, the audience at home. When I tweet the start time of an upcoming show, I usually say something to the effect that the viewer’s day is about to get much worse, or point out the good news that something much more relaxing and enjoyable is on another channel at the same time.

Appearing on that charity episode with Ian Hislop was the brilliant writer-performer Mark Gatiss, of whom I said: ‘Member of the League of Gentlemen, presenter of A History of Horror, he’s a lover of all things dark and twisted – what took him so long to show up on Only Connect?”

When we talk about Only Connect being cruel, dark, twisted, etc., most people think of Round 3: the connecting wall. Each wall features sixteen clues on a grid, which can be ‘solved’ into four connected groups of four. The teams have two-and-a-half minutes to get it done.

That’s tricky enough already, but – to make it nastier – some of the clues can fit into more than one category. ‘Rover’, for example, might appear on a wall that features car types, popular dog names and five-letter words. On a really horrible wall, deep into the series, you will find groups with six or even seven clues that could potentially fit – or whole fake groups that appear to be there but aren’t. It works like Sudoku: whatever the false directions, there is only one complete solution with no loose ends.

That was a good line-up, wasn’t it, with Mark Gatiss and Ian Hislop? Also on that episode we had the novelist and screenwriter Nick Hornby, journalist and documentary presenter Samira Ahmed, columnist and novelist Allison Pearson and the actor Stephen Mangan.

We only ever made a handful of those charity episodes – just two a year, for a few years – and I’m incredibly proud to remember who came along. It’s a classy list. We resisted making them ‘celebrity’ episodes: some of the special guests would be recognised in any supermarket, but others’ faces would not be so widely familiar. What they had in common was that they were already viewers of Only Connect (thus revealing a highly discriminating perspicacity), and our core viewers would probably know them, like and admire them and – crucially – respect their ability to do the quiz.

The list included Charlie Brooker, Andrew Motion, Professor Susan Greenfield, Julian Lloyd Webber, Bonnie Greer, David Baddiel, Hugh Dennis, Professor Steve Jones, Lynne Truss, Patrick Marber, Steve Pemberton, Val McDermid, Reeta Chakrabarti, Robert Peston, Clare Balding and Simon Jenkins.

And the comedian David Mitchell, of course. He was particularly memorable.

I do think that’s a list that reflects the identity of Only Connect very well. Surely there aren’t many shows that could feature, side by side in perfect comfort, someone who’s won the Royal Society Michael Faraday Prize for improving public understanding of inherited disease and genetic manipulation, and someone off Mock the Week.

But they were all, like the otherwise disparate people who come along to contest our main tournament, natural members of the OC family: bound together by their curiosity, intelligence, gamesmanship, love of BBC Four (now Two) and enthusiasm for arcane bits of fact and trivia.

Is it possible to love the fiendish connecting wall, though? Even if you think you do at the moment, let’s see how you feel in a few pages’ On the plus side, you can tap on the ‘Clue Words’ link underneath the puzzle for some extra clues you wouldn’t get on the TV show.

One point for each group found, one point for each connection explained and a bonus of two points (for a maximum of ten) if you get it all correct.

Some hope.

If I were a contestant on Only Connect, I’d be the type who remains largely silent throughout the show – quiet and motionless on the end of the row, eyes darting nervously about, increasingly morose, contributing nothing to the early rounds – then comes alive for the Missing Vowels.

BUZZ, ‘Das Kapital!’

BUZZ, ‘Chim Chim Cheree!’

BUZZ, ‘Saving Private Ryan O’Neal!’

If you’ve seen the show, you’ll know the type I mean. Some of us can do Round 4 quite easily, even if we find the rest of the quiz nearly impossible.

The truth is that deciphering the original lines and phrases from which the vowels have been removed (and consonants re-spaced) is a completely different discipline from the rest of the programme. It’s not really about connecting. We can get away with including it because the clues come in connected sets of four (so you could solve them by thinking laterally and guessing which US state or Etruscan philosopher or husband of Zsa Zsa Gabor is likely to be included) but that’s a pretty thin rationale. The round’s just there to make things seem a bit different.

I know I’m not supposed to say that. On QI, they don’t say: ‘Now it’s time for “General Ignorance”, which is exactly like the rest of the show but has a different name in the interests of apparent variety.’ On They Think It’s All Over, Nick Hancock never said: ‘And now it’s time for “Feel the Sportsman”, a round which has been spuriously included in order to inject some physical comedy into the proceedings.’

I’m not criticising either of those excellent quizzes. I don’t think there’s anything wrong with spurious rationales for rounds. This is entertainment, not the criminal justice system. None of it matters.

But I enjoy deconstructing bits of the show out loud, mainly because our viewers are (a) very bright and (b) constantly thinking, calculating and analysing, so they will already have done a fair bit of deconstruction themselves. It’s good to surprise them by joining in.

That’s the point of my remarks at the beginning and end of each episode, which have become odder and more involved over the years (and sometimes funnier, though certainly not all of the time).

All I really need to say is ‘Hello and welcome to Only Connect’ at the beginning of each show and ‘Thanks for watching. Goodbye’ at the end. That’s all I did say for the first couple of series, as I remember.

But as time wore on and I racked up more and more appearances in the host’s chair, those opening pleasantries started to feel sillier and hollower – just as a word starts to seem strange in your mind if you say it often enough. (Try it with ‘milk’. That will go peculiar quite quickly.)

And I assumed that our thoughtful, bright, analytical viewers were equally aware that I was mouthing pleasantries for the sake of form, and might feel disappointed that an otherwise quirky and challenging show could do something so first base and predictable.

So, I started making my opening remarks very quickly, or very slowly, or skipping the ‘Hello’ and starting in the middle of a sentence. Sometimes the remarks would be about something I’d left in my dressing room, or found on the floor, or what I’d had to drink, or a daydream I was having about Michael Portillo.

In 2016, everything I said in the opening minutes of the first 19 episodes was on a Scottish theme. I talked about Sean Connery, Celtic and Rangers, lucky heather, Rod Stewart, McWomble.

I quoted Rabbie Burns, explaining he was ‘very much Scotland’s answer to the poet Robert Burns’.

‘Welcome to Only Connect,’ I shouted, ‘where – much like a night with the Krankies – everything’s up for grabs!’

Very few people noticed. But the ones who did were pleased: they’d spotted a whole other set of hidden connections. I kept it up for 19-odd shows, then never mentioned Scotland again for the rest of the series.

It was all totally arbitrary, but (like most of my opening and closing remarks) I meant it to be, at some level, a comment on the arbitrary principle of opening and closing remarks.

Some people hate those bits of the show. Others love them. Many more, I’m sure, are deaf to them, simply waiting for the quiz to start. That’s sort of the point, really.

Anyway, these are my closing remarks for this book because I’m bowing out before Round 4, which is about to start. Good luck: you get one point for each correctly deciphered line or phrase, and you lose a point for any incorrect guess.

After Round 4, you will find an ‘audition paper’. But you won’t find the answers to the audition paper, only a web address where you can send your best submission.

I’m not sure whether or not anybody will get back to you. They may simply steal your data and sell it on to unscrupulous third parties in Nigeria. If they think you’re brilliant, perhaps they will invite you on to the series. If you think you’re brilliant, why not get in touch with Parasol Media and invite yourself on?

Why not? I’d love to meet you. We always need new victims, I beg your pardon, contestants. And let’s be honest, you’re the sort of person who buys an Only Connect book. It’s not like you’ve got anything else to do.
