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HOW TO USE THIS BOOK







Step-by-Step Drawing

This book contains 15 fun drawing projects with step-by-step instructions. Each new step is in color, making it easy to follow along.
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Top Tips
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	Start lightly in pencil because you will be erasing some of the lines that helped to build your character.
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	Be careful when erasing because you don’t want to crumple or tear your drawing.
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	If you’d like, you can draw over your finished characters with a fine-line pen or felt-tip marker and erase your pencil lines when the ink is dry.














Tools & Materials
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Extras Fine-line pen or felt-tip marker, colored pens, crayons










You Are an Artist!

Your drawings will turn out a little differently from the ones in the book, which is a good thing. You are an individual, and your art will reflect your style and personality, so be proud of it!
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GERMAN SHEPHERD
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There are a lot of triangular shapes to make when drawing this dog.
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Start with pale orange for the base color, add some pattern in brown, and complete the coloring with some black patches.
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MALTESE PUPPY
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This shape is like an upside-down U.
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Straight lines make up the first part of the ears.
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Erase the lines you don’t need and draw a furry tail.
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Complete the puppy’s face.
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You could leave your puppy white or do some light shading on the ears and the edges of the body.










BASENJI
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Take your time to get the face shape right.
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Basenjis have very curly tails.
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Add the final touches: a leash, collar, and lines by the tail to show that it’s wagging.
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SCOTTISH TERRIER
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Take your time to position this line.
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Your dog should now have two ears.
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Erase the lines you don’t need and add some hairy lines.
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Draw over your lines in black pen. Then color your dog with a black pencil so you can still see the lines.










HUSKY PUPPY
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Draw a slim triangle with a space at the top.
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Now the space becomes an ear.
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The profile of your husky is now complete.
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Lightly draw the gray parts of the fur before you start coloring.










LHASA APSO
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Draw very lightly in pencil. You won’t want dark pencil lines to show through after adding color.
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Draw the fur lines in brown or cream.
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Draw over the outer lines to make them look furry.










SHIBA INU
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Take your time with this tricky shape.
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Color lightly with an orange pencil, leaving the chest and ears white.










DALMATIAN PUPPY
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Begin by drawing a circle for the head and a straight line to begin the leg.
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Make this body line nice and long.
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Take your time to draw the grass around the legs and adjust your leg lines if you need to.
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BULLDOG
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The first two shapes are like upside-down U shapes.
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The main part of the bulldog’s body is done!
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Erase the lines you don’t need.
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Draw the newspaper if you’d like, and color softly in orange, making sure you leave the face patch, chest, and front legs white.










YORKSHIRE TERRIER PUPPY
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Draw a circle for the puppy’s head.
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Take your time to get the angle of this leg just right.
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Erase the lines you don’t need and draw some furry lines.
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Great job! Now add some color.










GREYHOUND
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Make this shape nice and wide. It will form your greyhound’s body.
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Take care to start this line in the correct position. This will be the greyhound’s back leg.
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Color softly in gray, making sure you leave some white patches.










CAIRN TERRIER

Start lightly in pencil.
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Erase the lines you don’t need and draw some furry lines. Cairn terriers have long, shaggy hair.
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POMERANIAN PUPPY
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Start with an upside-down U shape with a straight line at the bottom.
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Erase the lines you don’t need and draw some furry lines.
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SCOTTISH DEERHOUND
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This dog starts with a triangle shape.
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Erase the lines you no longer need and draw some furry lines.
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LABRADOR RETRIEVER PUPPY
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The lines in steps 3, 4, and 5 will create the ears.
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Take your time with the shape of the paws.
