We sit in comfortable silence as I drive us to my house. Honestly, it’s a beautiful day. Blue skies all round, reflecting off town windows and cars. I roll my window down and turn up the radio, and then I take my disposable camera out of my pocket and quickly take a picture of Charlie, his face all sunlit, his dark hair being blown about by the wind, his body curled up on the passenger seat.

Today’s nothing different. We get in, we get drinks, I change into some jogging bottoms and a sweatshirt. Charlie changes into some jeans and a T-shirt he left here yesterday, and then collapses on to my bed, stretches out on his stomach and opens my laptop.

Once I’ve made my way through two slices of toast and a glass of lemonade, I come back upstairs to find Charlie frowning at the laptop screen.

I fall on to my bed next to him. ‘What’s up?’

He glances at me and then back at the laptop before clicking on something. ‘Nothing. Just reading something on Tumblr.’

I don’t have Tumblr, despite Charlie trying to make me use it many times. I don’t really think it’s my sort of thing.

Charlie rolls on to his back to make room for me and takes out his phone. I lie down next to him and pull the laptop towards me. He’s already exited Tumblr, so it probably wasn’t anything I would have been interested in.

On another tab is the page I started reading this morning about the University of Leeds’ rugby team, which I’m gonna try and join when I get there, if I’m good enough.

Charlie stays still on his back and listens and asks a few questions, but after I’ve been rambling on for a while I can tell he’s getting bored because his voice quietens and he starts fiddling with my sweatshirt sleeve, and then, as I’m in the middle of a sentence, he rolls on to his side and pulls me down by the back of my neck for a kiss, which sort of takes me by surprise because we’re long past the stage of needing to make out every time we’re alone.

After a few seconds I go to move backwards, but he just pulls me further down. I laugh against his lips and I feel him smile too, but neither of us stop and after a minute or so I feel my hand subconsciously reach to run through his hair. This is a bit of an odd time of day for us to be doing this, but it’s difficult to care, especially when he surges forward so he’s lying on top of me.

I don’t really want to bring this up with Nick because I don’t want him to feel bad for going to university. He’s completely right to be excited about it.

I reply to all his messages and really try to be enthusiastic, but I can tell my texts sound a bit flat. Nick doesn’t seem to notice though. He just keeps texting me about university and buying stuff for his room and the modules he thinks he wants to take and all sorts of other things that just make me feel increasingly awful by the second.

We’ve talked about it before. Quite a while ago actually, back when Nick was looking round universities last summer and when he was applying to them in the autumn. I admitted I was pretty worried about him leaving. I said I was scared of being on my own all the time. It was kind of embarrassing, really. Stupid. Scared of being on my own. I sounded like I was three years old.

‘You okay though?’ he asks. ‘I feel like you’ve been really down today.’

I pause, a little taken aback. ‘Oh. Yeah. No. I’m fine.’

‘Yeah?’ He fiddles with his fingers and gives me a look.

‘Yeah. I don’t know. Nick’s just talking a lot about uni, it’s kind of … just makes me feel a bit crap … I don’t know.’ I groan and run a hand through my hair. ‘That sounds so bad when I say it out loud.’

‘No, you’re allowed to feel things.’ He smiles. ‘I get it.’

‘It’s not really fair on him though; like, he has a right to be excited.’

‘Maybe you should talk to him about it. You’ve already talked about long distance and stuff, right?’

I find him curled up in an armchair with his friend, Tao. I say hi to Tao and exchange pleasantries but can see Charlie staring at me. I crouch down next to the armchair so our eyes are level. His are unfocused and he’s blinking a lot – he’s pissed, all right. ‘You okay?’

Why am I like this?

I swallow, so close to saying no. No, I’m ridiculous, I’m hilariously un-all-right. ‘Yeah, yeah, I’m fine.’

‘You don’t look all right.’ Aled frowns. ‘Did you … is this because of Elle and Tao?’

Maybe I’m just hallucinating conversations now, maybe my brain is just stringing random words together. ‘What? What d’you mean?’

I shake my head, wanting to laugh. ‘What the fuck are you talking about, Aled?’

‘You know … Elle and Tao breaking up.’

I spring forward from the wall. ‘What?’

Aled’s eyes widen. ‘Oh, oh, God, I just assumed you would know by now. They just decided that they’re breaking up at the end of summer, I just heard …’

I stare at him.

‘What?’

Aled looks down. ‘Yeah … Tao was just like, yeah, we’re gonna keep on going out until Elle leaves but we think long distance will be too hard.’

‘But, Tao didn’t tell me … I was talking to him earlier … I don’t …’

Aled says nothing.

Nick and I aren’t going to do that. Nick thinks long distance will be fine. He doesn’t want to break up with me.

‘Oh God, Charlie, what’s …’ Aled’s started speaking because I’ve started crying. Great.

‘Sorry …’ I say, but my voice definitely isn’t audible above the deafening music and I’m not sure who I’m apologising to anyway. ‘Sorry … I’m so sorry …’

What is his deal though? He’s actually starting to piss me off a bit now. I’ve done nothing for him to be in a mood with me about.

‘I’m not shouting at you!’

‘You are.’

We sit in silence for a minute until a particularly loud thunder crash makes me jump. Charlie notices and raises his head.

It takes a few seconds to process that.

‘See what you’ve done?’ I say, stepping past him. ‘Fuck you.’ He cowers back. I want to say something else to him, but I can’t think of anything, my mind’s gone blank, I’m still processing what’s just happened. What has happened? Everything was fine yesterday. This can’t be the end. This can’t possibly be the end.

I barge through the people chatting and smiling and laughing in the living room until I’m out of the house and in the rain, and by the time I reach my car I’m soaked and shivering. I turn the engine on but I just end up sitting in my car for twenty minutes, maybe because I’m too scared to drive when I can still hear thunder in the distance, or maybe because I’m hoping Charlie’s going to run out of the house and open the door and say that everything he’d said was a drunken mistake. But he doesn’t. So I just sit there.
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I wake up because the sun is in my eyes – I forgot to close my curtains last night. I forgot to do a lot of things last night. Like be a decent human being.

I fumble for my phone before realising it’s still in my back pocket, and I’m still in my clothes. It’s quarter past ten in the morning. No texts, no Facebook messages, nothing. I don’t want to get out of bed to change. I don’t want to do anything.

I don’t want to do anything.

Last night …

What was I even thinking?

The Elle and Tao thing freaked me out. That after all this time, they’d just be, like, ‘Cool. Yeah. We’re breaking up. Oh well.’

After two years. Didn’t they … didn’t they love each other?

No. I guess not.

And I guess I started to think, ‘What if Nick’s bored?’

We don’t do many exciting things. We just sit around at each other’s houses.

I’m pretty boring as a person.

So, I guess I wanted to test him, to check whether he wanted to break up, but I couldn’t even say it. I couldn’t even say it properly.

Stupid.

I’m stupid.

I’m a fucking stupid idiot.

I’d rather not have known. I’d rather have just carried on in blissful ignorance of what he thought, rather than this absolute mess. Now I have no idea what he’s thinking. Is he just angry at me, or does he actually want to break up?

The thought of texting him to find out makes me feel physically ill.

We’ve argued before, but nothing quite as bad as this. We’ve never woken up still angry at each other. I haven’t woken up feeling this shit in a long time, hungover and wanting to be sick and wanting to cry and that familiar emptiness I thought I’d gotten rid of a long time ago. That feeling that makes me want to stay in bed and never get up again.

One time when I was in Year 11, a few weeks after I got out of the hospital, Nick said something he didn’t mean while we were eating dinner – some stupid thing about how I wasn’t trying hard enough – and I started having a go at him and it turned into a massive argument, ending with him leaving. But even then, he still came back a while later. And everything was okay again.

I roll over so I’m out of the sun and pull my covers over my head, but the birds tweeting outside are too loud and it’s still too bright in my room, so I just end up lying there. I wish I could turn back time. I wish I could keep turning back time to Thursday, and every time I got to the end of Thursday, I’d rewind time to the beginning of Thursday again, and I’d just be with Nick every day for the rest of my life.

Can’t believe I even think stuff like this. Pathetic. I’m so pathetic.

‘Morning,’ says my sister Tori when I slump down next to her on the lounge sofa. She’s in her pyjamas and dressing gown and is watching Bridesmaids with a large bag of Kettle Chips on her lap.

‘Morning. Why are you watching a film at eleven o’clock in the morning?’

‘Why not?’

‘Why Kettle Chips?’

‘First day of study leave treat.’

‘It’s your second day of study leave.’

‘Then … it’s my second day of study leave treat.’

I laugh and watch the film with her for a few minutes. I never really got into this film, but Tori’s weirdly obsessed with it. It might be because the main character is super sarcastic, just like her.

‘So … you feeling okay?’ She turns to me. ‘Have you had breakfast?’

‘Feel a bit sick. It’s nearly lunchtime anyway.’

‘Hm.’ She doesn’t comment. Normally Tori’s the first one to make me eat when I don’t want to. ‘What happened to Nick last night? You’re lucky Becky had her car. And why were you drunk and crying in the conservatory?’
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I groan and roll my head back against the sofa. ‘Do we have to talk about it?’

She shrugs and looks back at the screen. ‘Nope. Thought you might want to.’

We sit in silence for a minute.

And then I decide to tell her.

I tell her the full story, not that there’s much to tell anyway. Nick constantly talking about university, me getting all anxious about it, hearing about Elle and Tao, getting scared, saying stuff I shouldn’t have, Nick freaking out – everything is my fault, as usual.

And then I cry myself to sleep.

On Sunday morning I stay in bed. I start to realise that the reason I feel numb is because I’m in shock. In shock that Charlie would even suggest breaking up. I also start to realise that the shock is turning into panic, I’m panicking now, panicking that long distance really isn’t going to work after all, that it’s going to be too hard. If Charlie’s this upset now, he’ll be even worse when I leave. But I can’t stay here just because he’s upset about it. What am I supposed to do? There’s nothing I can do. Nothing. It is what it is. Charlie wants to break up with me before it gets too painful. Maybe we’d end up breaking up anyway. Maybe we’re just getting it out of the way.

What? I don’t know. I have no idea what I think any more.

I go to text Charlie but then realise I can’t because I don’t know what to say. I can’t speak to him until I actually understand what I feel.

I start crying again.

Mum asks me what’s wrong on Sunday afternoon. I tell her me and Charlie had an argument.

And that sort of makes me feel a bit better. Just saying it out loud.

I do not want to break up with Nick.

After that, I wander back to Boots to pick up the photos.

I don’t look at them until I’m on the bus home.

The first photo is the one Nick took of me when I found him in the box fort on the last day of school. I look sort of bewildered. My eyes are all wide and my mouth half open, and it’s not a terrible photo. It’s nice because it looks natural, I guess.

The second is the one Harry took when we weren’t looking, and it doesn’t look half as awkward as I thought it was going to. We’re standing on the grass with our hands touching, just sort of looking at each other like we’ve come to a pause in conversation, the grass at our feet and the trees overhead looking so bright in the sun. It’s kind of arty. Harry would probably be very pleased with himself.

On the drive back, Charlie falls asleep in my car. I turn the radio on and thank the universe that my life is like this.
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Aled was right. Nick and I are literally two idiots.

We spend the whole day talking about us and what it’s going to be like when we’re long distance and it honestly only makes me believe even harder that we’re going to be fine, that everything’s going to be okay.

Everything is going to be okay. Seriously, this time.

Nick drives me back home, but I tell him to drive to his house instead. I text Tori that I’m staying over his. She’ll explain to our parents.
