But what if there was a way to peer into the psyche of that partner or crush—to see what it is they are truly looking for in love? Actually, you are holding the key to unlocking the mysteries of romantic compatibility: astrology! In Love Signs, you’ll discover everything you need to know about how each astrological sign acts in love and what they desire in a romantic relationship. From the dos and don’ts of initial attraction to the creation of lasting love, each sign has unique values and ways of operating when it comes to romance. As you explore your love matches, keep in mind that a sign relationship that may look troubling on paper can flourish given time and care. Your Sun sign only tells part of the story, so if you find yourself falling for (or in love with) someone who isn’t listed as a potential love match, trust your gut.

As you read, you’ll also notice each sign has a few recurring aspects. A sign has a gender (male or female) and an element (fire, earth, air, or water). The fire and air signs are considered male, and the water and earth signs are considered female. Fire signs are passionate and vivacious, earth signs are practical and stable, air signs are intellectual and social, and water signs are intuitive and emotional. In addition to its element, each sign is classified as one of three qualities: cardinal, fixed, or mutable. Cardinal signs kick off each new season and promote action. Fixed signs occur in the height of each season and maintain movement. Mutable signs signal the change of one season to the next and excel at change and transformation. Finally, each sign is ruled by a planet that exemplifies the characteristics of that sign.

The two planets that most concern love are Venus and Mars. Venus, or Aphrodite in ancient Greek mythology, was the goddess of beauty and love. Mars, or Ares, was the god of war. Everyone has Venus and Mars located in a sign in their astrological chart, and the placement of these planets will describe the feminine yin and masculine yang, or receptive and assertive, dynamic in their lives. The placement of Venus and Mars has nothing to do with traditional gender roles, however, as a man can exhibit yin (receptive) qualities, and a woman can exhibit yang (assertive) qualities.

Regardless of who you are, the truth is that love can be quite scary: it’s not easy opening up your heart for the world to see! But by deepening your understanding of astrology, you will gain invaluable insights to make falling (and staying) in love a little less complicated. So how can you tell which astrological matches will float and which will sink? Grab a life jacket! When Stars Align

Aries governs the head, while Pisces rules the feet. Obviously, there’s a lot in between these two domains: a representation of everything the Pisces-Aries couple must reconcile in order to form a long-lasting bond. It won’t be easy, but in the end, these two complete each other.



Pisces and Aries

When the last sign of the zodiac pairs up with the first sign, the results can be a bit unpredictable. Pisces, as the final incarnation, is infused with wisdom and emotion. Aries, on the other hand, is just getting started; fire energy is eager, innocent, and—perhaps most importantly—selfish. Aries’s ego isn’t a bad thing, though; after all, it motivates him to take action. But when he is partnered with Pisces (who is undoubtedly the most selfless sign), these different ideologies can feel disjointed and off-balance. However, if Pisces can accept Aries’s brutishness as part of his naiveté, and Aries can embrace Pisces’s gentle soul, the Aries-Pisces match can be a dynamic pairing, fueled by knowledge and mutual respect.

Pisces and Taurus

Pisces and Taurus are both romantics, which is why these two signs form an instant attraction. Pisces loves art and poetry, while Taurus adores food and wine; together, their bond is a fully Venusian experience (Venus is, in fact, “exalted” in Pisces). Interestingly, however, what keeps Pisces and Taurus linked is not their shared hedonism; it’s their ability to teach each other critical lessons. Pisces helps earthy Taurus understand abstract ideas, while Taurus encourages emotional Pisces to anchor herself a bit more in reality. Together, these signs are more than romantic partners: they’re also each other’s muses. Although this relationship will need to work out certain kinks (Pisces can be flighty, and Taurus can be possessive), it is extremely powerful.

Pisces and Gemini

There’s really nothing wrong in the Pisces-Gemini bond—except for its difficulty in sustaining itself. It’s a funny thing, actually, how compatible these water and air signs are on the surface: Pisces is attracted to Gemini’s social prowess, while Gemini is enchanted by Pisces’s effortless creativity. However, both of these mutable signs are fueled by duality (Pisces is symbolized by two fish, and Gemini by the twins), so they are constantly being pulled in opposite directions. Just as easily as they are drawn together, they’re also pulled apart. Accordingly, in order for the Pisces-Gemini bond to last, these signs will need to commit to the same motion. Although both are inclined to run away, sticking around for this electric relationship may be the best decision either sign ever makes.

Pisces and Cancer

Pisces is truly otherworldly. Known for her sweet disposition, endearing creativity, and powerful clairvoyance, this deep-sea fish absorbs energies, auras, and all that exists within the gray areas of life. Cancer, also an aquatic creature, is a great match for Pisces. Unlike the deep-sea fish, the celestial crustacean is also able to walk on land, so Pisces’s relationship with this fellow water sign can be both emotionally rewarding and extremely grounding. At the same time, Cancer can learn from Pisces how to hone her own intuitive skills. Pisces and Leo

Pisces and Virgo

Both Pisces and Virgo are sensitive and compassionate, so these opposite signs relate to each other on a deeply empathetic level. Within this gentle partnership, Pisces and Virgo aspire to bring out the best in each other and, in doing so, create a beautiful and stable bond. Virgo’s logical mind helps wandering Pisces achieve her goals, while Pisces’s creative ingenuity inspires Virgo to explore her own artistic expression. Pisces and Libra

Pisces and Scorpio

The bond between Pisces and Scorpio is often profoundly spiritual. Scorpio is notoriously secretive, and while most other signs have a difficult time accepting her interest in privacy, Pisces is happy to respect these boundaries. In fact, because Pisces is so innately psychic, she actually doesn’t need Scorpio to share personal information: she can access everything she needs to know through nonverbal communication. Pisces and Sagittarius

Pisces and Sagittarius instantly understand each other, as they are both wanderers. Though as a water sign and a fire sign, respectively, they explore different realms: Pisces is linked to the ocean (which symbolizes emotions) and Sagittarius’s flames ignite the land (an expression of philosophy and academia). When these two come together, they provide each other with important information about their distinctive domains. Indeed, Pisces and Sagittarius inspire each other, fueling mutual interests. However, they may struggle to stay partnered for very long: Pisces needs water to stay vibrant, and Sagittarius requires firm ground to keep his fire burning bright. Pisces and Capricorn

When exploring romantic compatibility, it’s important to look at the role of Mars within your profile, as this placement offers insights into your preferences between the sheets. And, honestly, whether a relationship lasts for one night or a lifetime, sexual attraction is a major part of the equation.

Venus in Pisces

The last sign of the zodiac, Pisces is mystical, ethereal, and also kind. Although she is difficult—some may even say impossible—to contain (the ocean is infinite, after all), Venus loves dwelling in this romantic sign.
