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This 8-page comic was created during the making of 
Scott Pilgrim Volume 2. It was originally created for 
an anthology called Project Superior, which is long 
out of print. I’m glad to be able to collect it here. 
Even if it isn’t technically a Scott Pilgrim comic, it 
kinda fi ts with the themes of this book, examining 
our high school relationships and how they relate to 
our later lives. Plus, the 1972 hero here looks a lot 
like Scott Pilgrim (maybe it’s his dad).

The three high school girls were from an earlier comic 
called Style that briefl y ran in two different versions 
on two different websites between 2000-2002. Kim is 
descended from a dumb character I made up when I 
was in high school. Lisa is the same deal, descended 
from an old fantasy character of mine called Winged 
Misa. The third girl, Lauren, was originally the pro-
tagonist of Style, but she’s pushed to the background 
here so Scott can take center stage. Oh, and they 
all have wood-themed names (Kim Pine, Lisa Miller, 
Lauren Wood), which is… appropriately juvenile?









So listen. There’s a band called 
The Clash. There’s a NES game 
called Clash At Demonhead—
the fi rst game I ever got. I put a 
“The” in front of the video game 
in order to get the band name. 
Like a mashup of a seminal punk 
band with an old weird Nintendo 
game, okay?

Lynette was named after 
Lynette Gillis, the drum-
mer of Plumtree. The early 
sketches resemble the 
real Lynette a bit more, but 
the character in the book 
ended up being kinda cold 
and robotic with those 
empty glasses for eyes.



Envy Adams was partly inspired by some 
photos of Emily Haines, badass frontwoman 
of the band Metric. I wanted to explore a 
character who was tough and complicated 
and sexy in a confrontational way, someone 
who’d gone through a lot of change in a few 
short years. Emily has written lots of songs 
for Metric exploring the same topic, so check 
them out.them out.them out.

I wrote “Todd is Ken to Scott’s Ryu” beside one 
of these early sketches, which kind of provided 
the framework for the character. He turned out 
to be bigger, stronger, and more powerful than 
Scott, but equally dumb, or even dumber.

Years later, the Scott Pilgrim movie came back and 
filmed a fake movie shoot at the same location. And 
guess what Scott Pilgrim producers Marc Platt, Adam 
Siegel and Jared LeBoff produced at that location in 
2005? That’s right, The Perfect Man. It was very weird 
for all of us (especially when Jared and I later played 
the video game’s version of this scene—soooo meta).

One day I walked by Casa Loma and they were filming a movie. 
The movie was called The Perfect Man, starring Hilary Duff. I 
thought to myself, “Lucas Lee should be in town because he’s 
shooting a movie at Casa Loma with a Hilary Duff type,” which 
produced the scene in this book and the minor character 
Winifred Hailey.



The Toronto Reference Library 
has this awesome 70s-futurist 
look and the first time I walked 
in there I knew I wanted to draw 
it. It currently hosts the Toronto 
Comic Arts Festival every spring, 
one of the best comics events in 
North America!

I saw a lot of 
shows at Lee’s 
Palace, and even 
played there 
once. It’s been 
renovated since, 
but this is how I 
remember it.
