School, J?ort Hope, and Professor of Entomology in the Ontario Agricidtural College,

Guelph). There were 25 original members. Prof. H. H. Croft, of the Toronto Univer-
sity, was the first President, and W. Saunders, Secretary-Treasurer. In 18G8 the
Society began the publication of the Canadian Entomologist, a monthly magazine
of systematic and popular Entomology, which was edited by Messrs. Bethune and
Saunders in turn for over forty years, and is now in its fifty-first volume, edited by
Prof. E. M. Walker of Toronto.

In 1870 the Society issued its first Annual Report on Economic Entomology, and
has continued the publication ever since. In 1871 the Society was incorporated by
the Legislature of Ontario and voted an annual grant, amounting of late years to

$1,000. Branches have been formed in Montreal, Toronto, British Columbia, and
Nova Scotia, and the membership covers all the Provinces of the Dominion from the
Atlantic to the Pacific. Its headquarters (for many years in London, Ontario) are
now at the Guelph Agricultural College.

I.—THE UNIVERSITY.

On January 1, 1907, University College, which was by the Statutes of 1900 made

a " School of the University " (see II. below) in the Faculties of Arts, Laws, Medicine,

Science, Engineering, and Economies, was transferred to the University, of which it

now forms an integral part.

These Professors are under the direct control of the University. Each affiliated

college has its own staff of Professors and Lecturers.

Lecturers.—-With the exception of the two Professors named above, the Univer-
sity, as such, has no staff engaged directly in teaching. The University appoints
annually ordinary University Lecturers mainly to assist the affiliated colleges in

giving instruction in Honours Courses. For the same purpose intercollegiate lectures

are also arranged. The University organizes from time to time special lectures by
eminent persons in Europe and India.

Library.—The University Library contains over 20,000 volumes.

Post-Graduate Courses.—Research studentships up to a maximum of 8 per annum
are granted to graduate students. These studentships are of the value of from
Rs. 75 to Rs. 200 per mensem and are generally tenable for a period of three years.

COLLEGE OF TECHNOLOGY, Manchester. (1824.)

The College of Technology has developed from the Mechanics Institute which was
founded in 1824. It became connected with the University of Manchester, when in

1905 a Faculty of Technology in the University was established with the Principal of

the then School of Technology as Dean of the Faculty, and the heads of the prmciple

Departments as Professors in the University with seats on the Senate of the University.

In 1912 the College was officially recognized as a College of University rank, being

included for the first time in the Board of Education Volume of " Reports from those

Universities, and University Colleges in Great Britain which are in receipt of grants

from the Board of Education."
The buildings which are situated in Sackville Street are six storeys in height, and

over an area of 6,400 square yards. The value of the site, building, and equipment of

the College amounts to £370,000. The buildings and greater part of the equipment are

the property of the Manchester City Council, and the annual expenditure of the City

Council on the maintenance of the College constitutes the greater part of the City's

contribution to the cost of University education in Manchester.

Budget : The cost of maintaining the College during the financial year 1918-19 was

approximately £67,000. This amount is provided partly by the City of

Manchester, partly by Government Grants, private donations, and grants

Gilbert; this partnership lasted until the death of Lawes in 1900.

Under the scheme initiated by the Board of Agriculture for establishing a number
of Institutes for fundamental research in agriculture, the Rothamsted Experimental
Station has been recognized as the Institute for dealing with Soil and Plant Nutrition

Problems, and since 1911 it has received an annual grant out of the Development Fund
which has been gradually increased from £2,500 to £4,750.

In 1918, at the instigation of the Board of Agriculture, an Institute for investiga-

tions in Plant Pathology was established at Rothamsted comprising three sections

dealing respectively with Entomology, Mycology, and Helminthology.

Created by Act of Congress approved August 10, 1846, under the terms of the

will of James Smitiison, an Englishman, wlio in 1826 bequeathed liis fortune to the

United States to found, at Washington, under the name of the " Smithsonian Institu-

tion," an establishment for the " increase and diffusion of knowledge among men."
The Institution has as its members tlie President of tlie United States, the Vice-

President, the Chief Justice, and the President's Cabinet. It is governed by a Board
of Regents consisting of tlie Vice-President, the Chief Justice, three members of the

United States Senate, three members of the House of Repesentatives, and six

citizens of the United States appointed by joint resolution of Congress. The Secretary

of the Smitlisonian Institution is its executive officer and the director of its activities.

By the accumidation of income, gifts, and bequests, the Smithsonian Fund now
amounts to over one million dollars, from the income of which the Institution is

supported.
Through the Hodgkins Fund, the income of $100,000 of which is for the increase

and diffusion of knowledge in regard to the nature and properties of atmospheric air

in connection with the welfare of man, grants have been made, publications issued,

and medals and prizes awarded.
Government Bureaus (supported by Congressional appropriations) under the

direction of the Smithsonian Institution.

UNITED STATES NATIONAL MUSEUM.
The United States National Museum is the depository of the national collections.

It is especially rich in the natural history of America, including zoology, botany,

geology, paleontology, archeology, and ethnology, and has extensive series relating

to the arts and industries, the fine arts, and American history.

The National Gallery of Art contains the George P. Marsh collection of etchings,

engravings, and books on art; the Charles L. Freer collection, comprising numerous

In 1814 the collection was destroyed by the burning of the Capitol. In 1815 the
Jefferson Library of 6,700 volumes was purchased from Ex-President Jefferson as a
basis for a new collection. A fire in 1851 destroyed 35,000 volumes out of a collection

of 55,000, including two-thirds of the Jefferson Library. At a late date the Library
was replenished. The Smithsonian Library, consisting of about 40,000 volumes of
Transactions of learned and scientific societies, was added in 1867. Removed from
the Capitol to the present site in 1897. The building occupies 3f acres, upon a site

10 acres in extent, and is the largest library building in the world. In the decorations
some forty painters and scidptors are represented (all American citizens). The book
stacks contain a total of about 100 miles of shelving, M-ith capacity for 3,540,000 octavo
vohmies of books and 84,000 volumes of newspapers.

The Library, though still entitled the Library of Congress, is no longer solely nor
chiefly a legislative library. In its general relations, character, scope, and service,

it is the National Library of the United States.

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concerning places and matters of geographic interest in the public eye, publishes books,

maps, and monographs, and otherwise cultivates a national interest in the broader

phases of non-technical as well as technical geography. The Society last year con-

tributed out of its reserve funds the money necessary to purchase, to preserve from

destruction, the privately-owned big trees of the Sequoia National Park region of

California, and deeded them to the Federal Government to be held in perpetuity for

the benefit of posterity.

In 1916 its expedition under Prof. R. F. Griggs climbed Mount Katmai, in whose

crater Vesuvius could be buried, and discovered " The Valley of Ten Thousand

Smokes." In 1917, a second expedition to this valley showed its area and the

character of the phenomena observed to surpass anything hinted at in the reports of

the previous expedition. In 1918 the Society sent a fourth expedition to Alaska to

prepare bases and make observations in preparation for a large expedition, which

sailed from Seattle, Washington, in April, 1919.
